	Employee was walking up the stairs when she tripped and landed on her hand/wrist against the metal bars, breaking her wrist.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.
· Slips and falls.

· Failure to use provided handrails.
	· Use handrails when using steps/stairs.
· Slow down to ensure proper footing.  

	Employee was going up and down a ladder assisting with emptying pallets and moving boxes.  Employee was lifting boxes up/down/side to side when he strained his back.
	· Excessive repetitive motion.

· Improper lifting.

· Taking unsafe position or posture.  
	· Unload pallets at Physical plant loading dock placing 8-tier pallet on ground next to dock.

· Stand on dock and transfer the top 4 tiers of boxes to a second pallet placed on dock eliminating the need for a ladder.  

	Employee was feeding branches into a chipper.  Employee lifted a heavy branch to vertical position and noticed a strain in his upper left back.
	· Was wearing all proper personal protective equipment for task.

· Improper lifting.  
	· Retrain employees on proper lift and carry.  

	Employee was cutting poster board and her hand slipped.  The Exacto knife cut her left hand at the base of her thumb.
	· Taking an unsafe position or posture.  
	· Use caution when cutting keeping knife pointing away from body at all times.  


Public Safety Reports:  

· We responded to a report of a female down and unable to move near the service road at Butler Hall.  The student was unsure if she had a seizure that caused her to trip and fall.  The walkway had a 4-6 inch drop off along the concrete where she tripped and fell.  Student was transported to the hospital by a family member.  
· Responded to a medic assist at the Cottage.  Student was very ill, dizzy, lightheaded, and having searing pain.  Medics transported this student to the hospital.
