Review of Minutes:  
· The minutes from the April and May 2009 meetings stand approved.

Building Inspection Notes:  

· Sidewalks still need done as money becomes available.
· Low limbs were noted in May which were trimmed in time for Commencement.

· Started going through the residence halls.  Some switch plates were broken which will be repaired over summer when maintenance is done.

	Employee was walking over to stir clam chowder.  When she walked on the metal grate, she slipped and pulled her back.
	· Failure to warn others.

· Co-worker poured mandarin orange juice in the floor drain causing metal grate to be wet.

· Possible grease on employee’s shoes due to working fryer flat grill which could be transferred from floor to shoes.

· Floor drain is designed for emptying tilt skillet water.  When this occurs, water splashes on grate and floor causing a slippery surface.  
	· Improve housekeeping, mop up any liquids on the floor around grate and tile floor after emptying the tilt skillet.

· Install non-slip tape on edge of floor drain grate.

· Install rubber floor mat on tile floor walkway in front of floor grate.  

	Employee was stapling a joint and due to a hair trigger received a minor puncture on right thumb.
	· Operator had his left hand too close to corner of board being stapled.
· Pneumatic staple gun bounced when trigger was pulled causing a second staple to be fired.  One leg of the second staple penetrated the wood and the second leg missed.


	· Ensure hand holding material is out of firing zone in the event the staple does not stay in the wood.

	Employee was walking through the Physical Plant loading dock garage and tripped on the electric forklift, falling forward and hitting his forehead on concrete floor above his left eyebrow.  
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.
· Electric forklift was parked in its normal area with forks flat on the floor.

· Employee stepped over fork catching toe of shoe/boot.
	· Walk around forklift.
· Be aware of objects on ground.

· Apply safety tape on top portion of forks to make more visible.

	Employee was bending over the sink getting a paper towel wet at the child’s level sink and suddenly felt a pain across her lower back.  Earlier in the day she had assisted a coworker return books to the Library.  
	· Possible over-lifting, twisting, and turning while maneuvering through library doorways and book theft alarm towers while returning books.  
	· Reduce book load when carrying.
· Use a hand truck/dolly for large number of books.  

	Employee was climbing out of the storage area on the south side of the OPE building when he slipped, hyper-extending his left knee and slightly straining his back.
	· Failure to observe safety regulations.

· Slips and falls.

· In a hurry.

· Exiting storage room facing outward.  
	· Exit room by sitting down on room floor and ensure proper footing on steps.  

· Physical Plant to apply non-slip traction tape on both steps.  

	Employee was moving track mats for pole vault and high jump.  While walking backwards moving a track mat, his left knee extended and the mat was pushed into the left knee.
	· Failure to warn others.

· Unsafe loading, mixing, carrying.

· Taking unsafe position or posture.

· Employees carrying the pad incorrectly with two employees walking backward and two walking forward.  
	· Carry pad using the side handles at each corner allowing all employees to walk the same direction.  

	Employee was cleaning the grill when the grill cleaner splashed up on thumb causing a burn.  
	· Employee did not use PPE during cleaning procedure.  

· Cleaner is a jell type that must be applied to hot griddle at 300-350 degrees.  
	· Wear protective gloves when cleaning grill.  

	Employee was walking out of the carpenter shop through the north roll-up door and a breeze/gust of wind blew dust/debris into employee’s eye.
	· Breezes blow through the Physical Plant’s carpenter shop area when north and south roll up doors are open.

· Carpenters doing much wood working causing fine dust particles to lay about the area.

· Dust collecting systems were in place and operational.


	· None.

	Employee was delivering deposits to the Cashiers.  While exiting the building and walking down the stairs, her ankle went completely to the right side, she felt like it popped, and she almost fell.
	· Concrete landing between steps is level with no trip hazards.

· Employee was wearing “Nike” brand tennis shoes.

· Employee was not carrying anything in her hands that would have caused a balance lost.  
	· None.

	Employee was moving a table when the table slipped from her grip and fell on her foot.
	· Failure to secure objects.

· Unsafe loading, mixing, carrying.

· Taking an improper position when turning desk on its side.

· Table size 60” L x 36” W x 28” high and 1-1/8” thick weighing approximately 80-90 pounds.  
	· Ask for help to move tables.  


Public Safety Reports:  

· We received a call about possible carbon monoxide poisoning.  The residence hall was evacuated and checked out.  Turned out to be unfounded, only steam heat is used to heat the facility.  
· Responded to a medic call regarding a chest pain, student was transported to the hospital.

· Responded to a Fire at Valsetz Dining Hall.  No alarms were set off.  Quick thinking by student employees prevented it from being worse.  

Energy Update:   None at this time.  Business is occurring as usual, always making improvements.  
Commencement Update:  No injuries occurred during set up takedown.  Everything went great.
