Review of Minutes:

· Equipment missing grounding prongs.

· Extension cords being used in place of power strips.

· Electrical outlets by water sources needing GFCI protection and labeled as such.

	Employee was cutting a smaller branch off of a chunk of firewood, when the wood moved, kicking back the chainsaw causing the chain at the end of the bar to pass over the top inside edge of his foot causing a 2-inch cut.
	· Wearing wrong type of footwear for task.
· Employee was wearing chaps, hard hat with screen, hearing protection and leather gloves.

· Job Hazard Analysis spreadsheet did not have boots/foot guard checked for chainsaw use.  
	· Retrain employees.
· Supervisor to give corrective written and verbal direction.

· Update Job Hazard Analysis form to include foot protection.

· Physical Plant department to purchase and require foot/shin guards.  

	Employee was moving furniture; he lifted the edge of a bed to readjust height and irritated his lower back.
	· In a hurry.
· Taking an unsafe position or posture.

· Leaning over headboard extending arms and jerking upward on rails, increasing strain to lower back.
	· Continue turning bed frame over and pushing down on rails when disassembling.


Public Safety Reports:
· A contractor working at Todd Hall had a nail gun go off shooting a nail through his boot into his foot.  He was transported to the hospital by a co-worker to have the nail removed.
Energy Update:
· There was a sharp increase in Natural Gas usage this past year due to Health and Wellness and Ackerman coming on line.  Will be keeping an eye on this.
Round Table:

· We received an anonymous safety/parking complaint about big trucks with hitches parking in Lot A, backing in and blocking the “sidewalk” and people walking bump their legs on the hitches.  We received this complaint because there is a sign at the entrance stating “Head In Parking Only”.  In the parking brochure, it is specific that head in parking only is at the angled spaces.  We will look at possibly getting the sign updated to reflect angled spaces only.  This will also be brought up at the Parking Review Committee in the fall.  
· Gordon Baldwin from SAIF is interested in sitting in on a Safety Committee meeting.  He has been assigned to WOU and wants to help us reduce our injuries.
