Review of Minutes:

	Employee was moving a wardrobe across the room; jerked too hard and felt sharp pain in his chest/shoulder.
	· Heavy 3’ wide by 2’ deep by 6’ high particle board constructed wooden wardrobe weighing approx. 150 pounds.
· Moving cabinet alone and not asking for assistance.

· Taking unsafe position or posture.
	· Ask for assistance when moving heavy items.

	Employee was pruning a limb on a tree with a hand saw.  The hand saw slid down the limb and cut his left thumb.
	· Employee not wearing proper PPE, leather gloves.
· Employee using wrong tool for the task.

· Taking an unsafe posture with left hand while cutting branch.
	· Supervisor to retrain employee on proper PPE and tool for task.
· Use pruning shears for branches smaller than 1”.

	Employee was cleaning the kitchen, scrubbing the stoves hood light cover in the sink.  Somehow cleaning chemical and water mix splashed into her right eye.
	· Failure to use PPE – safety glasses.
· Scrubbing stove hood light cover in kitchen sink with scrubbing pad causing cleaning solution to splash in eye.
	· Wear safety glasses at all times when using chemical cleaners.  

	Employee was leaving for lunch and fell in the parking lot.  There were pine cones in the lot and employee stepped on one causing a fall.
	· Vegetation debris and pine cones sprayed in parking lot from pressure washing sidewalks.  
· Employee was watching where she was walking, but missed seeing the cone she tripped on.
	· Ensure debris is cleaned up in parking lots.
· When pressure washing, pile up debris one location and remove before leaving area for the day.


Public Safety Reports:
· We had a medic call.  A contractor working at the Bone yard; his foot slipped on the ladder and he fell about 6 feet and broke his leg.  Medics transported him to Salem.

· Bark Dust fire in Lot J – our officer saw it smoldering and put it out.   

· Motor vehicle accident in Lot J:  Student driver was driving a tractor, he looked away for a brief second, tractor jumped the curb and hit the call box.  He wasn’t going fast – maybe 5 mph – minor damage to the call box that physical plant is repairing.   
Energy Update:
· Natural Gas came in $80,000 under for the year; however, they are expecting a slight increase next year.

· Water came in $8,000 under budget.

· Electricity came in $12,000 over budget.  

Budgets will be adjusted for this next fiscal year.
