Review of Minutes:  
· The minutes from the October 2011 meeting stand approved.
Energy Update:
· None at this time. 

Building Inspections:  Reviewed the inspections completed in October/November.  Deficiencies included, but are not limited to: 

· Exit signs out.
· Ceiling tiles missing or not in place.
· Piggy-backed power strips.
· Halogen floor lights found that needs to be removed from campus.
· Overloaded shelves.
· Stairwell landing being used for storage, blocking fire extinguisher cabinet and exit route.
· Expired eye wash that needs replaced.
· Broken electrical panel latches.
· Improperly stored fluorescent light tubes.
· GFCI outlets needed within 6 feet from water source.
· Wooden cabinets need secure to wall.
Public Safety Reports:
· A contractor was working on a boiler valve and was approximately 6-8 feet up a ladder.  He was tightening a valve when the wrench slipped, causing the contractor to fall off the ladder and fall to the concrete floor.  Polk County EMS was called to respond, he was transported to the hospital.  He had broken a rib in the fall.  
· A student employee was washing out opened cans prior to putting them in the crusher.  One can still had its lid partially on, so he attempted to pull the lid off and in the process cut his left hand on the lower palm area causing a deep cut.  This will be discussed further net meeting after additional follow-up is completed.

	Employee lifted a large mixing bowl above his head to retrieve it from the drying rack.  Employee was lifting using the looped handles attached on the top rim of the bowl; so the center of gravity was not balanced causing the mixing bowl to fall towards employee, hitting his head.
	· Aluminum mixing bowl was approx. 20” at the top open area with an approx. 18” height, weight 25-30 lbs.
· Employee lifting above shoulders by handles.

· Bowl was sitting upside down on a 5-1/2 foot high drying rack.


	· No lifting heavy objects above shoulders, unless when using step stool.  
· Place large heavy bowls on lower drying rack shelf.

	Employee was in Todd Hall custodial area talking to coworker.  He turned to walk out of the room and hit his head on the door opening.
	· Employee was aware of low ceiling in custodial area.
· Room 002C door header measures 6 feet high; employee is 6’ 5-1/2” tall.

· Door was custom installed by WOU’s Physical Plant made to achieve a securable storage room.
	· The non-supporting door header could be removed, but will only gain 1-1/2 inches due to utility pipe just inside door attached to ceiling.
· Be more careful and aware of surroundings.

· Wear a safety hard hat in low clearance areas.

	Employee was mopping Coach Ferguson’s office.  He leaned forward walking and mopping and ran into the bottom right corner of the large flat screen TV.
	· Taking unsafe or posture.
· Adjustable/retractable monitor wall mount.

· Employee trained in proper mopping technique.

· Not paying attention to surroundings.
	· Be aware of surroundings when mopping.
· Look ahead for any objects or obstructions.

· Slow down to ensure safe movement.  

	Employee was cleaning bathroom, swept the floor, hooked up cleaning hose and started spraying down toilets with water.  There was a spot of shampoo on the floor she didn’t notice, stepped in it, and slipped and fell on her left side.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.
· Spilled shampoo on the floor in front of toilet stall and employee did not notice it.

· Employee not wearing the proper PPE, nonslip shoes/booties.
	· Be aware of any possible fluids on the floor that could cause a slip hazard when entering the restroom.
· Wear non-slip booties as required by University policy.
