	· Poor location for chemical dispenser to be mounted due to the confined space in the custodial room, posing an overhead hazard.
· Employee preoccupied with prep work, forgetting about the location of chemical dispenser. 
	· Relocate chemical dispenser to south wall above sink faucet.  

	Employee was cleaning women’s restroom, picked up paper from under toilet while mopping.  When employee brought his arm back up, the stall door was open and employee hit their elbow on it.
	· Working in close quarters with limited space.
· In a hurry.  
	· Slow down.
· Beware of surroundings.

	Employee was walking between buildings. Employee stepped on curb from small gully. The curb was higher than expected; tried to keep from falling, but fell landing on his left side.
	· Sidewalk was closed due to construction of adjoining sidewalk.

· Employee disregarded safety cone for closed off walkway and continued walking through an excavated construction zone.
	· Do not walk through closed areas under construction.

· Take alternative route.


Public Safety Reports:
· At the volleyball game, a 90 year old male was coming out of the bleachers, got about 2 steps from the bottom and tripped and fell.  There was a doctor at the game, and he was being treated by the time our officer arrived on scene.  Medics were called and he was transported to the hospital for observation.
· Move in day, two students bunked their beds without the appropriate pins to stabilize them.  The parent saw what they had done, and while adjusting the beds, one of the beds came down on his head.  Medics were called, he was checked out, but not transported.

Round Table:

· Driving Complaint:  Several staff members have been observed not following traffic rules, driving the wrong way on Church Street or through Heritage Loop.  These are utility vehicles (cushman’s, gators, etc).  The Utility Vehicle Policy will be sent to supervisors.  OSHA can hold the supervisor accountable.  Safety Committee recommends all supervisors be advised of the policy, and forward the driving complaint to the parking review committee.  Need to ensure employees are following the rules.  
· State vehicle allegedly speeding in an area down near Medford.  Upon Jay’s investigation it was discovered the director of the program was driving that day.  Van was traveling in the flow of traffic.  If driving on freeway, be sure to stay in right lane and observe speed limits.

They have cemented/anchored down the platform; all joints have been welded.  They are in the process of getting new plywood.  It is safe to be occupied this year.  Allen will check on the one at the football stadium.
