	· Possible over exerted his muscles when moving the office furniture.
· Improper lifting.
	· Reduce the load.
· Slow down so not to overstrain yourself.

· Ask for assistance and preplan your move with coworker prior to moving heavy objects.

	Employee was pruning a “Quince” plant, using hand pruners, and snipped the knuckle on his little finger.
	· Not wearing PPE.
	· Wear leather gloves at all times when pruning.

	Employee was removing a claw pin when they strained their wrist.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.
	· Secure tractor so it won’t roll.
· Lay under tractor w/pipe.  If stuck, pull pin with pipe.

· Weld small chain onto pin for ease in pulling.


Vehicle Accident:  There was a vehicle accident involving a Cushman and the Recycling Truck on September 13, 2004 at 3:15 p.m.  The Cushman went the wrong way and hit the recycling truck on the lift gate.  Employee hit their head on the glass windshield and hit their knee on key.  Employee driving the Cushman was not wearing their seatbelt.
