HSS Sidewalk Work:  The Contractor was spraying sealer on the freshly poured sidewalk.  The HSS windows were open and fumes went inside the building.  A nontraditional student called regarding the fumes and went out to talk to the Contractor.  This student was asthmatic.  We responded, all windows were closed, and the air was purged.  Allen contacted the contractor, they didn’t have a copy of the MSDS with them; it was in their office.  We had it within 10 minutes.  It was diluted to 9% of original strength.
