· DPSST Move Update:  Removing old memorial today.  Should be done by the end of the month.  They are still on schedule to be out of the building by July 17, 2006.  
· Training:  There is a 2006 AV Catalog that lists training videos, books, etc. that can be checked out.  You can contact Allen Risen for further information.  
Energy Issues:  
· Weather has been good to us helping to control energy costs.  
· A projection from the city is an increase of 0 to 10 percent in electrical costs.

· Natural Gas is looking at a 6 to 16% increase.  

· We currently have three absorbers left on campus, using steam power to generate cooling.  This is inefficient; therefore we are currently replacing the Administration and ITC chillers with electric stackable chillers.  We will be doing the same at Natural Science and Education, and also APSC and Smith. This will reduce gas and steam usage.    
Safety Culture: 
· Safety Related Campus Policies:  The campus policies are being updated and we received a list of safety related policies to be reviewed for comment.  The policies were distributed to the appropriate committee member for update.
· Campus Public Safety is purchasing an AED/Defibrillator.  We have research grants, but do not qualify.  It will be purchased out of Risk Management funds.  This AED will be kept in the office, and the officers will check it out each shift.  Anyone who has been through the Red Cross training is certified to operate an AED.

	Employee was washing a cutting board with a bleach rag.  The rag flung water in left eye.  
	· Not bleach water that caused irritation, but a bug bite per employee’s physician.  
	· Wear safety glasses when using bleach water mixture.  

	Employee was cutting faulty PVC pipe with the proper tool, their finger was pinched by the handle when the cutter cut through the pipe.  
	· PVC pipe was old and brittle.  
	· Wear leather gloves when using pipe cutters.  

	Employee was slicing tomatoes with a paring knife, and cut his thumb.
	· Was wearing latex gloves when injury occurred.  
· Taking unsafe position or posture.  
	· Ensure fingers or thumb are not in path of knife while slicing produce.  


Campbell Hall Incident:  Students and faculty in Campbell Hall were firing pottery.  They were trying a different system where once it’s fired, it is taken out of the kiln and set in a trash can with paper in the bottom, then they place the lid on the can while the piece cools.  The smoke cools the pottery.  The piece they had was larger than the trash can, and the paper in the can caught fire.  They immediately got water and poured on, extinguishing the flames, but caused smoke to pour out of the can.  They then proceeded to walk upstairs, through the hallway and out the door.  This caused the fire alarms in Campbell to activate.  Polk County Fire was notified and came out and checked for any damage and to assist in airing the building.  

Extinguishers:  We had a fire extinguisher come in and all extinguishers have been serviced/filled, etc.  They are all done except for the CO2 extinguishes which need to be sent out for servicing.
