	· Slips and falls.

· Slippery surface due to soap and water.  
	· Use more caution and ensure good footing when pulling on the hose.
· Move down one step when rinsing so you are not standing on the slippery surface.  

	Employee was trimming hedges and the blade got stuck in a big branch.  While trying to release it, it came back and struck his left thigh.  
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.

· Failure to wear proper protective equipment.  
	· Wear leather leg chaps when trimming.

· If blade is jammed, turn off the engine.
