New Business:
· DEQ Consultation:  We had a DEQ consultant on campus.  The consultation went really well.  We have several areas we have room for improvement:
· Paint cans need deflated and the fluids dumped out.  Allen checked online and found a device that cost $800 on the web.  The consultant, Elizabeth Howard, gave him information from another consultation on a home made device.  Bruce Tuma made a device for $100 and it was completed and tested today.

· We have some roofing tar left over we will be using up and disposing of.

· Will be recycling our fluorescent light tubes instead of just throwing them in the dumpster.  

· All in all it was a really good consultation.  We will schedule an OSHA consultation for this spring.

· Energy Culture:  Tom Neal, after several attempts, was able to get an article in the student newspaper.  We are planning to have an article twice a month.
· Travis:  Our new Sun Microsystems take less power and produce less heat.  Computing Services has standardized orders based on the new equipment.  Also they are putting “Thin Clients” in the computer labs.  Three servers will power approximately 100 “Thin Clients”.  They will be installing “Thin Clients” in the WUC computer lab in 2006/2007.  They are more effective cost wise.

· Committee Statement: Reviewed by committee with several changes needing to be made.  Nancy will follow-up.
