· Maple Hall Dimmer Pac:  Rhawn has talked to Allen and they have sent a memo to Darryl Thomas.  They have heard no response.  They assume it’s not an issue any more.  
· Policy Statement:  Completed.
· Terrorism Protocol:  We haven’t seen the fire department protocol.  Bio-terrorism starts with Campus Public Safety and they would call Monmouth Police Department.  Dallas Hospital or Salem Hospital will get reports and see if there is a pattern.  We will review our emergency response guide.
· Weld Shop Escape:  Allen has talked to Bruce Tuma and has looked at the chain drive.  There is an emergency release lever.  Bruce will put a t-handle on it so it can be reached from ground level.    
New Business:
· Student Involvement:  Chris will contact Emily Plec to check on the status of student involvement and where it’s at.  
· Energy Usage:  The Natural Gas bill for December 2005 was $69,478.95.  The Electric bill from November 15 – December 15, 2005 was $43,844.  The University Center pays for their gas usage.  We need to invent a game, guess the charges, possibly some trivia questions to get campus involvement in energy use cutbacks.  We will also be working on putting a story in the Western Journal.  

Injury Review:  There were no injury reports to review.  
OSHA is evaluating our statistics because our stats are higher than the National average for a business our size.  It puts us on notice for an OSHA inspection.  Most of our injuries (doctor treatment) are slips/falls, sprains/strains, and cuts.  
Fall Student Increase:  The goal is to have 1,000 freshmen this fall and have significant higher enrollment than this past year.  In order to accommodate this, short term (3 years) we will possibly be using Arby Hall when DPSST moves to their new location.
