Review of Public Safety Reports:
· Medic Assist/Injury:  A non-student adult female stepped over a bench and tripped, injuring her arm.  She failed to walk around the bench; she was taking a shortcut and stepped over the bench, tripping on the curb on the other side.  The curb is marked in yellow and very visible when approaching from the proper angle.  
· Injured person at Natural Science:  A student sat down on a chair, it broke, and student’s back was injured.  The student took the chair to the Natural Science office.  A report was file with the Campus Public Safety office.  During the course of the investigation, the broken chairs were pulled from the area, inspected by Physical Plant, and those that were safe for use were returned to the classrooms.  
Energy Update:  Tom had a meeting with NW Natural yesterday.  They are still looking at a 10% increase for residential, could be 15-20% for us.  Due to the moderate temperatures, we have done okay on the utilities (electric).  We will look at more cost cutting ideas to keep electrical and utility costs down as much as possible.
