Presentation on Energy Conservation Logo’s:   We had two students present some energy conservation logos they had designed as a committee.  Their objective was to appeal to students in getting them to turn off lights.  The logos were very nicely done.

Energy Update/Campus Projects:  
· Energy:  
· Nothing to report.  Tom hasn’t had a chance to evaluate the comparative usage.

· We are down in our usage from 2000.    
Building Inspection Notes:  Not too much different, more of the same.  Most noted issues involved the following:
· Lights not working on the Lot J area and need repaired.  Not sure of Monmouth Power and Light or Western, but need to get lights fixed.

· Power strips “piggy-backed” one on top of the other.

· Heaters without tip over switches.

· Extension cords in use.  
Injury Review:  A student worker was walking down the steps and stepped on a pencil.  She was holding onto the handrail so she didn’t fall.  We will do a full review of this injury next month after Allen has had a chance to meet with her.  
Public Safety Reports:  

· Injured Head:  An employee was working in the OPE building organizing equipment and tripped and fell backwards hitting his head on a metal cart.  He was transported by private vehicle to the hospital for stitches.  
· Student Illness:  We responded to the Bookstore on a report of a possible cardiac arrest.  We arrived and evaluated the student, called medics; medics evaluated, and transported him to the hospital.  
· Twisted Ankle:  We had a report of an individual who twisted her ankle in the Education building.  She was sitting cross legged for 45 minutes, and her leg fell asleep.  When she got up, her leg collapsed under her.

· Popped Knee:  A student was playing intramural volleyball and went to “dig” for a ball and when he went to get up he heard and felt a “pop” in his right knee.   Medics were called and the student was transported to West Valley Hospital.
· A student was participating in a supervised wrestling event when he hit his head.  He hit his head in the mat and not on the hard floor.  He refused treatment from the medics or the CPS staff.  

Notification of Injuries:  Human Resources will send out a reminder regarding timely filing of employee injuries.

· Holiday Decoration Times – Don’t stand on chairs that roll.  
· Grounds crew did a great job with all the heavy rain.  They stayed on top of the areas that were backing up so we didn’t have any major issues.
