Energy Update/Campus Projects:  
· Energy:  Received a new report from NW Natural.  They have gone to the Public Utilities Commission and have dropped their increase from 12.6 percent down to 3.3 percent.  A 10% increase has been budgeted, so we should be okay.  Tom is still evaluating the term usage.
· Campus Projects:
· Maple Hall is ongoing.  Will be putting in insulation and ceiling fans over winter break.  
Old Business:  Don has contacted a graphic arts instructor in the art department regarding art students designing stickers or flyers to promote energy savings.  They will make it a contest within the group.  This will get students involved.  We want something that will fit on the light plate.  Once Don gets some examples he will bring them to the Committee.  

Building Inspection Notes:  None to review; still waiting on the information.
Injury Review:  A student worker was walking down the steps and stepped on a pencil.  She was holding onto the handrail so she didn’t fall.  We will do a full review of this injury next month after Allen has had a chance to meet with her.  
Public Safety Reports:  

· Bicycle Accident:  A student was riding his bike along the northeast side of Monmouth Avenue.  He saw someone he knew and waved at them.  He didn’t realize he was close to the curb, and fell off his bike.  He received minor cuts and abrasions and was cleaned up at the Health Center.  
· Vehicle Accident:  The Custodial van was backing up.  A small support pipe about 2-3 feet high was in back of the van that the driver couldn’t see.  They were on the pad behind Maple Hall and by Campbell.  The van hit the support pole; the pole was old and broke the weld.  It has been repaired.  
· A female student was playing intramural volleyball.  She went for a ball too high for her and fell and hurt her tailbone.  It was bothering her later, so she called our office.  She declined medical treatment, but a friend took her to Salem emergency room to be checked.  

Crime Prevention Flyers:  We are working on flyers on Identity Theft, Scooter Safety, Bicycle Safety, etc.  We will be putting them out on campus for all students, faculty, and staff.  
Round Table:  
· Electricians have installed 3 new lights between Swindell and Heritage.  The lights are in service and really help light up the area.  
· Physical Plant entrance:  In response to a safety concern we received about the Physical Plant entrance, a double yellow line has been painted all the way into the Physical Plant compound, and signs are visible.  Committee like the work that was done.  Very few people have been seen going the wrong way since the changes were completed.  

· Fire Drills:  They are mandated to be completed in the residence halls.  We want to start doing them in all buildings.  We will need to coordinate that no exams will be taking place when drills are scheduled.  We will have full discussion on this at the next meeting.  

· First Aid/CPR Supplies:  Red Cross has changed their program and course outline, so we need to purchase all new material.  The cost is $500 plus to get the materials.  Will be looking at a funding source for this.

· Training:  Allen will be putting on Bloodborne Pathogens training next week.  He will get us the date and location when it is set up.  

· Sidewalks:  Kevin Hughes has been evaluating all the sidewalks and a prioritized list will be developed.  If you have any input, please let Tom Neal or Kevin Hughes know.
