Review of Minutes:  
· Electrical heaters:  Public Safety has not confiscated any yet because they were unplugged or already approved.  We will remind the officers again.

· Don was not able to sit in on the meeting regarding the walkway.  Jay attended in his place.  It was about continuing Church Street east down towards Rice, foot traffic only.  There were some really neat plans that were looked at.  

· The March minutes stand approved.  No changes needed.  

Discussion on Logos:  We have them posted now.  The next day we received some in the mail, torn down, with no note.  We don’t know if they were offended or just didn’t want to turn off the lights.  Since we are a campus committee, we don’t need to have them date stamped to be posted.  
Energy Update:   We are looking good for the year.  Electricity $6,000 under projected, gas is approximately $30,000 under what was projected.  Part is due to milder winter.  We also took out a couple absorbers.  It is planned to take out one more absorber this fall/winter.  
Projects:  HSS is still on schedule to be remodeled.  A meeting was held with the faculty about their move to Maaske 2nd and 3rd floors.  Bids are due in today for the asbestos abatement.  This process starts right after Commencement.  Projected timeline is to move faculty back into HSS during winter break.
