	Employee turned to talk to coworker when he felt pain in his right knee.

	· Safety Officer to interview student witness upon his return.

	Employee was walking in the Physical Plant compound when they stepped on a nail.
	· Single nail lying on asphalt.
· Nail fell out of old removed siding during transport.
	· Ensure compound is policed for nails, screws, etc. with magnetic push cart weekly.  

	Employee was moving tables on a cart (pulling) when the heel of her left foot caught the crossbrace of the cart causing her to trip twisting her ankle.  
	· Taking an unsafe position while moving table carts by pulling them.  
	· Only push the cart, not pull.
· Revisit training for proper transport of tables and chairs.

	Employee was walking through the office lobby when they hit their hand on a desk causing a bruise.


	· Employee not realizing how close she was to the desk.  
	· Be aware of surroundings.

· Slow down.

	Employee was carrying hardi- plank siding when it became unsteady. While trying to gain control, the planks caused his left thumb to go backwards.
	· In a hurry.  
	· Have two employees carry the 12-foot planking.  

	Employee was in training doing defensive tactics when they got overheated/dehydrated and was transported to the hospital.
	· None
	· Drink plenty of fluids.  

	Employee was pulling on the chain that opens the door.  Door gear was not pinned, causing chain to move freely, causing employee to hit his right elbow on the ladder cross brace.  
	· Fire door was not pinned prior to shutting down alarm system for maintenance.
· Taking unsafe position or posture.
	· Ensure fire door release pin is pinned prior to doing any maintenance to alarm system.
· Ensure momentum path of travel is clear.  

· Stand further away from any impact objects.
