Thank you Stan for conducting the meeting last month.  Due to the snow and ice last week, we are meeting today.
Review of Minutes:  The December minutes stand approved.  No changes needed.  

Discussion on Logos:  Don brought the Energy Conservation Logos back to the meeting.  The Committee discussed how much money was needed to get some printed and distributed.  It was determined we would start with $100.  Public Safety officers and Physical Plant will coordinate getting them put up on campus.   The target number of those that need printed is centered on the number of buildings and how many we need to put up.  Jay and Allen will get the numbers together and inform Ligoy.  Ligoy will pick 2 or 3 color card stock and print the posters with black ink in the 11 x 17 inch size.  Don was going to have the art students put in the appropriate size and put on disk for printing.  

The Committee voted on one poster – “I can’t turn myself off” with the rough light switch.

Energy Update:   It is business as usual; we are still doing as much as we can.  We are still on line for installing metering in the future.  This will help us determine our usage areas.  

Building Inspection Notes:  Most things reported are already on the punch list to be taken care of this summer and as money permits.  Other things noted include:

· Exit lights not working

· Using extension cords in place of power strips.  

· Space heaters without tip over switches.  It was asked what is done when we see them.  Public Safety officers unplug them.  After some discussion, it was determined that when we see heaters without tip over switches Public Safety will confiscate them and leave a note for the owner.  

The Electrical Inspector was here on campus.  One of the things noted was blocked electrical panels.  There needs to be a 3-foot clearance all around the panels.  Public Safety will keep an eye out when doing inspections and building walkthroughs and pass the information along to the building manager.
