· Minor puncture / no medical attention given.  
	· Lab tech to remind students regarding the proper disposal of glass.

	Employee received a burn on her arm while working with hot pans.
	· In a hurry.
· Wearing protective gloves, but they weren’t long enough.
	· Wear protective covering on arms while working with oven procedures.  

	Employee was wiping off the blade on a paper cutter.  The blade cut through the cleaning cloth and cut employees fingers.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.  
· Did not follow proper cleaning procedures.

· Blade was lowered below the blade guard.

· Failure to use personal protective devices.    
	· Retrain employee on proper cleaning procedures.  


Public Safety Reports:

· Natural Science:  Employee cut their finger on glass improperly disposed of in the trash can.  Discussed with the injury reports above.  

· Student cut her foot on a bolt by Landers.  The bolt was from the bike racks which had been moved for the New Move In day big trash cans.  She was taken to the Health Center for a tetanus shot.  The Physical Plant was called and put the bike racks back into place.   
· Student was rearranging stuff in her room and her alarm clock fell on the bridge of her nose.  She had a nosebleed and felt dizzy.  We called paramedics who checked her out and transported her to Corvallis hospital.  

Round Table:  

· The OSHA consultant was here on campus to look over our programs.  Allen will bring the findings to our next meeting.  OSHA has a program called SHARP (Safety & Health Awareness Recognition Program).  Allen has scheduled OSHA here to talk about the SHARP program on December 12.  Part of being in the SHARP program includes conducting monthly fire drills in the buildings and having an emergency response plan (in process).   Allen to bring it to the faculty senate for professor buy-in.  Allen to contact Shaun Huston or his representative to attend the meeting on December 12.  We would be the first University to sign up for this program.  
· We were approached by ROTC.  They want to land a helicopter on the 50 yard line 15 minutes before the Homecoming game on Saturday.  We offered an alternative site in the throwing area, landing on the berm.  We are not going to let them land on the 50 yard line.  Jay to coordinate this with ROTC.

· OSHA found some breaker and alarm panels blocked by storage.  We need to be aware of where our breaker and alarm panels are so they are not blocked by storage.  They need to have a 3-foot clearance at all times.  We will send out an email from the Safety Committee to all faculty and staff to remind them.

· Fire Extinguishers:  OSHA recommends we look at the gauge and sign off monthly.  The Fire Marshall says to fully inspect once a year.  Since OSHA says they need inspected monthly, extinguishers will be looked at on a monthly basis.    

· We have someone taking mice from the thin client computers.  We have recommended either hard wiring the mouse to the computer, or keeping the mice at the information desk and checking them out with an ID card.  

· Someone took a Gator for a joy ride and left it in the field under the tree.  They found out it could be started without a key.  It caused damage to the bumper to the Gator.  Still working on this investigation.
