	Employee was tightening a pipe fitting when he felt a sharp pain in his right chest.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.
	· None, tight space

	Employee was removing insulation from glass when his thumb caught on the edge of the glass and got cut.
	· Did not have PPE gloves on while working with glass.  
	· Wear the cloth and blue rubber gloves for better gripping and protection.
· Cut the stretch wrap with a utility knife to remove wrapping and styrofoam.

	Employee was relighting the BBQ during the football game.  After lighting it flared up and burnt employee’s arm.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.
· The lighter fluid put off a higher concentration of flammable vapors when applied to the old hot coals.
	· Toss match onto coals while keeping a distance.
· Use an extension device to hold matches when lighting BBQ coals.

· Wear protective gloves that also cover forearm.

	Employee was washing & dusting walls in the WUC when a 6 x 6” metal sharp edge plate dropped and hit her in the head.
	· Hazardous storage or arrangement.  
	· When using dusting pole/ pad, stand back while dusting high areas that can’t be seen.
· Use a ladder to dust high areas to ensure objects have not been placed on top which could fall.

· Remind maintenance personnel to re-secure access covers and double check work areas for forgotten parts, tools, etc. prior to leaving area.  


Public Safety Reports:
· Student with heart problems, transported to West Valley Hospital.

· Student vomiting blood, non student from Willamette University.  Was transported to Salem Hospital.

· Possible allergic reaction, poison oak, ivy or something – went to Student Health to be looked at.
