	Employee was stepping off the lift truck when they felt a strain in the back of their left knee.
	· None
	· Use provided step on the forklift to lessen impact on knee joints.

	Employee was scrubbing the shower when they fell down hurting their middle back.
	· Slips and falls.
· Ceramic floor tiles were slippery with liquid cleaner and water.

· Walking backwards when scrubbing.

· Employee wearing non-slip Scotchbrite boots.  
	· Replace Scotchbrite booties to ensure good quality traction.
· Ensure good footing at all times.

	Student employee was walking through Parking Lot A when they were hit by a car coming around the corner.
	· Employee cutting across the corner of parking lot and not using provided sidewalks.
· Incident occurred at 4:30pm, still daylight.
	· Instruct employee to use sidewalk system.

	Employee was moving tables two at a time.  While walking through a doorway, employee tripped.  When falling, employee hit the table with his face and also chipped a couple of teeth.
	· Improper position or posture.
· In a hurry.

· Did not use available table cart.
	· Supervisor to mandate the use of a table cart when moving these heavy tables.
· Carry one table at a time.

	Employee was draining water off boiled eggs. The water ran down the side of pan and dropped on their foot causing 2nd degree burn.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.

· Unsafe loading, mixing, carrying.

· Hazardous dress or apparel.
	· Continue using new procedure for cooking hard boiled eggs without water.  

	Employee was lighting a chaffer; picked up and dropped a sterno can which hit the corner of the table and spilled on floor.  Butt on sterno was lit and spilled on left hand causing a small burn.
	· In a hurry.

· Employee was distracted in preparation of a large event.  
	· Complete the lighting of sterno heater cans all at one time prior to moving to next task.  

· Assign sterno  heater cans to a coworker to free up time for employee to orchestrate tasks.  


Safety Committee Training:  Allen and Chelsee attended Safety Committee training in Salem.  The OSHA standard that covers Safety Committees is being changed.  Copies were distributed for review.  It is mandatory that all committee members have been trained on injury review.  We would like to get a few more members on the Committee; suggestions include someone from the Custodial crew (day shift), Valsetz, and a faculty member.  Chelsee will talk with Dr. Scheck and Dr. Roselli for faculty representation.
Safety Policy:  There was one recommended change.  A Supervisor Accident Report form has been updated/modified and will be put on the web; they are waiting on the license for us to be able to use it.  

Safety Concern Form:  The safety concern form was discussed.  Nancy has been working with Stewart Gilbert in Computing Services.  Stewart created our form in a “form” view for the web. A draft was shown to the Committee.  We would like these concerns to be emailed to Chelsee and Nancy.

Vehicle Use/Defensive Driver Update:  Contract has been signed; it will cost $35/person to do a class.  The other option available is the video on the OSU Motorpool page, there is a 15-20 minute video and a small test.  Individuals who view this video forward test results to Nancy and she counts it as having taken the class.  The Committee is okay with both options.  

 Vehicle Accident:  The Public Safety pickup hit a non-occupied vehicle.  Student employee misjudged the turn and the Public Safety vehicle scraped the side of the vehicle and knocked rear view mirror to where it was hanging; the mirror fell on the ground.  The estimate on the vehicle came back to where it would cost more to repair than the vehicle is worth.  There is very minimal (not noticeable) damage to the Public Safety pickup.  This has been referred to State Risk Management.  

Round Robin:
· Rhawn:  Going through the electrical master inspection and have a few things to repair from that. 

· Allen:  OSHA inspector was here.  We received 4 citations with monetary value which cost the university $300 each, total $1,200.  With a 30% reduction since they were abated (fixed) before the inspection was complete and a 35% reduction for a low injury rate on campus, Western had to pay $420.  

· DEQ was here for an inspection.  Don’t think we will receive any citations, just recommendations.
