	Employee was tightening a hose clamp when the screwdriver slipped & punctured him between his two fingers.  
	· Taking an unsafe position or posture.
· Applying pressure to screwdriver & twisting caused screwdriver to slip from screw head.

· Using too small of a screwdriver for hose clamp screw head.


	· Use correct bladed screwdriver for job.
· Place clamp in a vise to hold while tightening clamp screw.

· Replace hose clamp with a hexagon head screw so a socket wrench can be used and will not slip.

	Employee strained their back due to lots of lifting and moving of chairs and boxes.  The next morning employee noticed his back was hurting.  
	· Operating or working at unsafe speed.
· Unsafe loading, mixing, carrying.

· Taking unsafe position or posture.

· Failure to observe safety regulations.

· In a hurry.

· Lifting too many stackable chairs at once.
	· Slow down & take more time so not to strain muscles.

	Employee received a cut to their head when they walked into a door closer in Todd Hall.  
	· Door closures are original equipment for Todd Hall when codes required.

· Distance between floor & lowest point of closure measured 6 feet.  

· Employee height, 6’ 6”.
	· None – closures have been replaced.  

	Employee struck their thumb when nailing siding nails into T-1-11 siding.  
	· Employee was using a framing hammer with a worn out waffle face.

· Employee hit nail too hard for starting the nail.  
· Taking unsafe position or posture.

· Employee was wearing safety glasses.
	· Ensure fingers are out of the way of hammer.

· Replace worn out framing hammer and use a finishing hammer.  


Round Table:
· Lori, Allen & Rhawn attended Safety Committee training in Salem.  Very worthwhile training.  The training included the following:

· This training is required for all Safety Committee Members.  

· It is required that Committee members do building walkthroughs.  We have an exception because our Public Safety Officers do monthly building inspections.

· Each year classified staff members need to rotate out/off the committee.  

· Injury recommendations will be forwarded to the supervisor of injured employee for their notification and signage of acknowledgment of receipt.  
· Safety Committee is required to post each months Safety Committee minutes.  These monthly minutes will now be sent out to all faculty staff via computer.  All department supervisors will properly post the monthly minutes on the employees informational bulletin boards as required by OR-OSHA.
· A “Think Safety” booklet/calendar was received by Jay.  Nancy brought it to the meeting to share with the Committee.  It is a really nice booklet, but could be cost-prohibitive.  

· An email was received about the pond in front of Natural Science.  Some of the staff members are concerned about mosquitoes nesting in the pond and the pond being stagnant.  The Physical Plant is working on this issue.
