	Employee tripped on a rug which caused a small bruise on their left knee and a small floor burn on the palm of their hand.  
	· Approximately 4’ x 6’ throw rug with tassels on a tile floor in main walkway.
· Large tassels with knots on both ends of the rug will become stuck in some shoe treads causing a person to lose their balance and trip. 

	· Remove rug from the area.  

	Employee was pressure washing the bleachers, and as she was changing locations, she misjudged her step and slipped and fell.  
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.  
· Slips and falls. 
	· Stand on the rail where feet are to go, not on the bleachers where you sit, for better footing when pressure washing.


	Employee received a back strain when repetitively moving 80 pounds bags of concrete mix.
	· Unsafe loading, mixing, or carrying.
· Taking unsafe position or posture.

· In a hurry.  
	· Use two people when moving heavy concrete bags.  
Allen followed up and per the job description employees are required to be able to lift up to 75 pounds.  



	Employee was assisting with Commencement cleanup and moving barricades.  While unloading the barricade standard, the standard snapped back striking the employee in the head.  Employee received three stitches and a tetanus shot.
	· None at this time.
	· To be discussed further at the next meeting once we are able to follow up with employee.
