	An Assistant athletic trainer was draining a water blister using a 21 gage hypodermic needle.  Employee placed the needle in a paper cup.  While placing athletic tape around it, employee received a poke to the finger since the needle poked through the cup.
	· Failure to use Sharps container.
· Used a paper cup – improper disposal.

· Failure to follow Sharps procedure.  
	· Review/retrain on the campus Bloodborne Pathogens policy.
· Follow physician’s directions.

· Purchase a small Sharps container for first aid kit.  

· Request involved student to have a “titer” test.

	Employee was using his foot to hold release lever down on a rented scissor lift.  Three other employees were pushing on the extension platform (jammed).  When adjustable platform un-jammed, it slammed into employees left foot, big toe.
	· Defective equipment.  Extension of platform jammed.
· Employees force caused platform to slide uncontrollably.
	· Report problem to Rental Company.

	Employee strained their back when picking up and carrying a piece of playground equipment that came off its base.
	· Approx. 60 lb. piece of equipment.
· Taking unsafe position or posture when lifting/ carrying.

· Employee does have training on proper lifting.
	· Ensure object is not too heavy to handle by one person prior to lifting.
· Contact Physical Plant to remove and make needed repairs.

	Employee suffered post traumatic stress syndrome after a stressful situation.

	· Employee has been made aware of the counseling available to her.


Follow up regarding incident with “Deputy” with gun:    Get information out regarding EAP, counselors available, or bring a counselor to campus.  
Offices on campus want to come up with a plan for their area.

Vehicle Use / Defensive Driver Update:  The contract has been worked out; they are awaiting signatures from the proper authorities.  We are waiting for further information.  Stan has information on DEP Adjunct doing traffic safety class.  He will email that information to the Committee members.  
Round Table:  

· Vehicle Complaint:  OSP stopped a vehicle going over 100 mph on I-84.  Upon checking, it was discovered a student group from ASWOU had checked out the vehicle from the motor pool.  The information was passed along to Dr. Dukes.  The individual driving the vehicle is not a student and is on academic suspension from the University.  This student has been hanging out and playing rugby with the team.  The Rugby Team received a suspension of privileges and their motor pool card has been pulled.  
· We received an email from a faculty member regarding a chemical release and smell from the pool.  Upon investigation, it was not a chemical release.  The Physical Plant was in the pool mechanical room cleaning out the chlorine tablet basket/mixing barrel.  This barrel is used to dissolve chlorine tablets in pool water, which is then circulated with the main pool water.  The Physical Plant was cleaning basket holes that had become clogged from the dissolved chlorine tablets.  Chlorine tablets are placed in this basket, under the basket is a water spray head.  When more chlorine is called for, the spray head will spray water underneath the chlorine basket, dissolving the tablets, which adds more chlorine to the pool water.  Over time, the openings in the bottom of the basket become clogged.  To clean the basket the maintenance worker will soak the basket in a small amount of “muradic acid” to break down the chlorine solids, opening up the basket holes.  Once cleaned the mixture is mixed in the pool water, and everything is safe with no hazard to the pool users.  The odor was stronger than normal due to the amount of the buildup on the basket, and the HVAC air system picked up the odor, dispersing the smell into the building.
