	· Check for sharp edges from screws when doing this type of task.  

	Employee opened a window to let air flow into the room.  The window fell on his head and cut his head.
	· Screws were not set like they should have been.  
	· Check and secure all the windows for this type of set screw.   Physical Plant has completed.  

	Employee was mowing the softball field when debri landed in his right eye.
	· Mower blades or breeze may have blown debri.  
	· Wear safety glasses to prevent debri from blowing in eyes.  


Round Robin:
· Rhawn brought up a concern from the Staff Senate regarding the incident on campus where there was a young man impersonating a Sherriff that had a gun, and asked if there were any committees set up to handle these types of incidents.  There is a Critical Incident Response Team (CIRT) that meets monthly.  Also, the new 3N Notification system everyone signs up for to receive safety alerts.  This is ongoing, and something that is worked on daily.
· 3N was part of the Oregon University System components that have been meeting for 1½ years.  A request for proposals has been submitted.  Western decided they needed to get something on campus so we signed up with 3N.  Portland State is also using this system.

· A reminder will be sent out describing the system and how to sign up with what percentage have signed up.

· Siren Test:  We notified the entire campus of the siren test in case it was heard.  We didn’t want to scare anyone with the test.  This is an outdoor siren.  The siren can have a canned message or live message.  It can also be plugged into a PA system.  

· Stan received an email regarding the “fog line” behind the Library and people are cutting the corner.  The Physical Plant will be repainting this summer.  

· Allen will be taking a refresher course on OSHA Safety Committees.  Allen will get information on when the class is and get it out to the Committee members so anyone interested can attend.
