	Employee tripped and fell on wet concrete while enroute to a meeting.
	· Slippery surface.
· Improper shoes for weather conditions, high heeled shoes with 1½ heel.

· Rainy windy weather, wet sidewalks with wet leaves.

· Brushed concrete surface surrounding exposed aggregate concrete finish which could be slick with certain types of footwear.
	· Wear proper footwear during inclement weather.

	Employee was getting up out of her chair and hit her head on the half door at the Key Shop.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.
· The Service door window is 42½” above the floor.

· Window door opens inward with a pointed 90-degree corner covered with Formica laminate.

· Door was open and employee lifted head into pointed corner.
	· None.  The pointed corner was rounded off by sanding the edge, removing the sharp corner.  

	Employee was mixing chemicals for cleaning when some of the chemical splashed in her right eye.
	· Unsafe loading, mixing, carrying.
· Failure to use personal protective equipment.

· Failure to observe safety regulations.
	· No recommendations.  The supervisor already addressed safety incident with injured employee and department staff.  

	Employee was delivering an order to the Library in Chafers with hot water.  Water sloshed over the side and burned their right foot.
	· Improper container for transporting the hot water a long distance.
· Hazardous work procedures.

· Failure to follow procedure.  
	· Use thermo container/ dispenser with lid.
· Transport on wheeled cart to reduce stress to lower back when carrying by hand.

	Employee was mixing field marking paint when he received a strain to his lower back.
	· Lifting and holding a 30 pound bucket of paint 43” above the ground to fill paint hopper.  
	· Construct a wooden cradle to rest paint bucket on top of hopper while pouring paint.
· Construct a no-lift pulley cradle system attached to the concession stands overhang roofing to lift paint buckets the 43” to hopper opening funnel.


Public Safety Reports:

· A student reported she had been electrocuted in her room while plugging in her cell phone charger into the wall outlet.  Turned out she was just shocked.  Physical Plant fixed the outlet the next morning.

· Medic assist at Natural Science; a student was having a seizure; he was transported to the hospital by his brother.

· Medic assist trip and fall at the Administration bike rack.  The bike rack had been moved and was partially covered by leaves and the student tripped.  We moved the bike rack back under the awning of Smith Hall.

· A staff member reported his vehicle had been damaged while parked in Parking Lot D.  There was a leaf remover parked right next to this vehicle.  There was no conclusive evidence the leaf blower caused the damage.

Safety Incentives:  This discussion was moved to next month’s meeting.
