	A student worker received a scrape to her ankle by a TV cart when taking down a setup at the University Center.
	· Coworker not paying attention.
· Coworker following too close while pushing TV cart.
	· Allow more room between carts and operator pushing cart in front.

	Employee received a scrape to her knee while moving files from the basement to first floor of Administration.  Cart wheels got caught in a sidewalk crack. (Elevator was down for repair.)
	· Using improper cart for transport.
· Unsafe carrying.

· Slips and falls.
	· None, department has already replaced cart.

	Employee was walking down the hallway when he twisted his knee (dip in floor).
	· Uneven floor – dropping 5/8”.
	· Pull up carpet and build up wood flooring to extend the slope to a more gradual slope.
· Mark the dipped area with tape on the floor.

· Put up signage warning about the uneven floor.  

	Employee received a strain to his back while lifting a torch pack to repair a leak in the HVAC air handling unit.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.
· Prior back injury at different location of his back.

· Portable torch unit weighs approximately 25 pounds.
	· Ask for assistance when lifting heavy objects.

Building Inspection Notes:  
· Still sidewalk issues that need to be addressed as money becomes available.
· Tree branches too low and bushes overgrowing sidewalks.

· Equipment blocking fire panels.
· Extension cords to powerstrips.
· Exit light bulbs burned out and need repaired.

· We had a student that got injured at the powder puff game.  She was one of the players, and while running off the field tripped and fell into the wall injuring her shoulder.  She was transported by the medics to West Valley hospital.
