	Employee was turning a conference room to a different setup.  In the course of moving a table, the employee slightly twisted her right knee.  She didn’t think anything of it initially, the next day or two after she went to the doctor.
	· Moving heavy folding tables alone by sliding the table on its edge.  
· Twisting leg while right foot was planted on carpeted floor to maneuver table.
· Employee working alone.
	· Allow foot to slide on carpet when twisting.
· Slow down and ask for assistance.  

	Employees were in the process of scraping and waxing floors.  Employee went to push a cart out of the way when he brushed his hand against a scraper puncturing his hand.  

	· Failure to place scraper all the way onto the cart.
	· Secure scraper in a protective container when not in use.  

	Employee was exiting the elevator when he slipped on the wet floor.  
	· No witnesses to the fall.  
· Hallway was mopped at 3:20am as reported by another coworker, this slip occurred at 3:25am.

· Employee wearing black rubber sole tennis shoes.

· Failure to warn others.
	· Place “Caution Wet Floor” signage after floors are mopped.

	A student painter was standing on a new island counter removing ceiling tiles, painting them, and replacing them.  While replacing a tile, employee turned and walked into a sprinkler head, causing a cut to his head.
	· Too tall employee for the job (employee over 6 feet tall).
	· Be aware of any objects hanging below the ceiling.
