Injury Review

Public Safety Reports:  
· One of our sports teams was out of town for a game.  The rental van used to transport the students was involved in an accident while in Montana.  The accident occurred on October 31, 2009, and was reported to us the following week.  This van was parked at a stop light, another vehicle ran the light and hit another vehicle, which struck the van.  The rental company will go after other insurance before filing a claim with Oregon Risk Management.  We have talked to the Rental Company and Risk Management.  There has been no notification of any claims being filed against Risk Management as of this date.  
· A student was working out on the elliptical machine in the Residential Service Center.  Her foot slipped and got caught between peddle and support bar, bruising her ankle.  The equipment was looked at and determined to be in good shape and well maintained.  

· Received an email about a person coming into APSC, west door, and slipping on the concrete steps.  Because of weather, the concern was expressed about the stairs being unsafe.  Allen went over and took a picture, the top three stairs have non-slip tread, handrails are installed, and a wet weather mat is in place.  With these safety measures in place, the stairs are safe.
