	Employee was coming up the stairs when he felt like his foot was slipping on the stairs.  He reached out to grab something but there was nothing to grab.  Employee slipped and hit his head on the corner of a door.
	· Failure to secure objects (close door)
	· Keep door closed while working in the area.
· Slow down and use provided handrails.

	Employee was loading stock into work van.  Employee stepped off the dock in between the dock and the van.  In the process, they injured their left wrist.  
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.  

· In a hurry.

· Improper alignment of vehicle bumper to loading dock.
	· Park correctly, take appropriate time.

	Employee was unloading a 5 gallon container from a trailer, turned to the right, took a few steps and set the bucket down on the ground and noticed strain on the right side of his back.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.
· Lifting bucket over tailgate.

· Leaning forward while setting bucket down on ground.
	· Bend at knees when lifting or lowering.
· Lower tailgate on trailer to remove bucket.

	Employee was pulling a cart with beverages on it up the ramp, it was awkward, front right wheel rolled over toe as it got over curb.
	· Wearing open-toed leather flip flops.
· Poor wheels (hard plastic) for outside/sidewalk use.
	· Wear appropriate footwear.
· Outfit carts with wheels suited for outdoors.  

	Employee was descending the stairs when they slipped and fell.
	· Slick dress shoes.
· Handrail was not used.

· Possible distraction of a coworker coming up the stairs.
	· Use provided handrails.
· Focus on task.


Public Safety Reports:  
· Public Safety responded to a medic assist on the intramural field, player had dislocated his knee.  Medics took the player to the hospital.
Energy Update:   Light fixtures are being replaced at APSC to more efficient ones.
Round Table:
· OSHA Consultant visit:   
· Wood Shop:  The guards on machines were checked.  Tony Kment asked about the potential for removing guards for special cuts with the router.  Allen has emailed this question to the consultant but would prefer that the guard remains on the router to prevent hazards.

· Rice Auditorium:  Mechanical room has 10-12 inch gap on catwalk that needs to be addressed.  In addition, the lumber rack and drill press need to be bolted down.

· Supervisors need to hold employees accountable for risky and repeated incorrect behavior.  This can be done through documentation and discussions with employees.  Recurrent injuries should have consequences from reprimands to terminations. 

· SAIF insurance will put on training sessions for high risk areas such as Physical Plant, Valsetz Dining Hall and Grounds.  The class is scheduled on the 27th and 30th and includes two ½ hour segments per day.  Allen reported that the university has spent $165,076 on 97 injuries; $61,000 for strains alone.  The safety training will cover safety in motion, field ergonomics and physical techniques to avoid injury

· The Safety Grant is providing equipment and building assessments.
