· Heritage Hall has a few minor issues which are being forwarded for repair.

	Employee was upset over a personal phone call; made a fist and swing his arm and fist in a downward motion as he turned his body, unintentionally hitting the upper knuckles of the ring and little fingers on the corner of the portable table breaking his fingers.  
	· Employee was upset from a personal phone call.  

· Physically acting out his anger by swinging a right, clenched fist in a downward motion while turning his whole body.

· Unintentionally hitting a stationary object; i.e., melamine table top.  
	· Supervisor to talk to employee about controlling/acting out anger.  

	Employee was removing a leaf rake from the tool rack.  The rake got tangled with another one, and when employee pulled rake down, the extra one slipped down and scratched employee on left face cheek.  
	· Poor design of rake holder, consisting of two ¾” pipes spaced approximately 2 inches apart, allowing rake head to rest on top of the pipes with the handle placed between the pipes.
· Two metal-tine grass rakes getting tangled during removal.  
	· None – rake wall mounted holder modifications were completed.  

	Employee was moving furniture in classrooms when they received a strain to their back, left side.  
	· Excessive body motion during course of work.
· Back was fatigued from deep cleaning carpets and moving furniture during the sanitizing procedure at OPE and Natural Science which had been completed.  
	· When back feels tired, reduce work speed and moderate trunk movement.
· Follow doctor’s directive until released to full duty.  

	Employee was hanging a soccer backdrop net.  While removing 20 foot aluminum soccer drop net pole, in order to release the net cable at top of pole, employee pulled the pole out of the sleeve and threw the pole forward and noticed a strain in his lower back, left side.  
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.  
· Employee lifted the post while bending at the waist, causing excessive weight to lower back muscles.  

· Pipe/post was 20-feet long by 5 inches in diameter, approximate weight of 60 pounds.  
	· Step away from the post allowing it to fall on its own without lifting and pushing away.  


Public Safety Reports:  
· Public Safety received a call of a dishwasher “exploding” at family housing.  It turned out to be an electrical short, no smoke, mostly smell.   

Energy Update:   None at this time.
Round Table:
· There will be an OSHA consultant coming next month who will be walking around campus and talking to people.  This is a consultation only, which helps us identify areas where we can improve.  
· Due to the amount of injuries, Allen has met with SAIF and will be working with Human Resources to develop some staff training.
