	Employee noticed his back was sore upon completing his lunch break.  He continued to work at a slower/gentler pace and finished out his shift.  He went to visit his chiropractor and was put on light duty.

	· Slow down and don’t lift heavy objects.  Reduce load size or ask for help.  

	Employee was assisting a co-worker in placing trusses on a new shed.  Employee was lifting a truss overhead and felt discomfort in his lower back as he turned/twisted at his waist.
	· Taking poor position when lifting truss away from the center of balance.  
	· Stand truss on end to disperse its weight evenly and lift straight up to co-worker.  

	An employee who is pregnant was making copies and began to feel nauseated.  She went into the bathroom and fainted, bumping her head on the wall.  At the time this occurred, the Physical Plant paint crew was working in 206C applying glue on the floor to install new carpeting.  
	· Used container of carpet glue had a sour odor.
· Air circulating fan in use to disperse odors and help drying time.

· Adhesive odor throughout department; 4 other co-workers in area at that time.

· Exact cause for fainting is unknown.
	· When feeling faint, lay down.
· If odor appears too strong and affecting person, leave the area.

· Sit on stool that will give proper height to copy machine.



Public Safety Reports:
· Accident with State vehicle.  One of the Alternative Break groups had just returned, the advisor was dropping students off, and was backing out of an alley.  She thought she had enough room, and tapped another vehicle.  There was no apparent damage to the State van; there was only a slight scrape mark on the vehicle that was tapped.  No reports have been filed with State Risk Management to date.
· Medic Assist - A student was exiting the NE stairway at the Administration building when she tripped and twisted her ankle.  Upon investigation, the last step was not the same height as the previous two steps.  A recommendation has been made to the Physical Plant for repair.

· Medic Assist – a student injured his ankle while playing soccer.   

· Fire at Gentle Hall.  The alarm was sounding general and our officers responded.  They went into the Mechanical Room and it was full of smoke.  Upon recommendation of the fire personnel, Barnum and Butler halls were also evacuated.  The cause of the smoke turned out to be a motor to a pump had gone bad; the motor was over 300 degrees when it was checked.  No damage was done to any building.  

· Injury – a student was exiting Valsetz Dining Hall and they had come out the first set of doors.  The student slipped in some ranch dressing that had been spilled.  She was taken by a friend to have her ankle checked out.  

Energy Update:   None at this time.  Tom was not at the meeting and no updates were passed on.
Round Table:
· Allen did a hazardous waste disposal of waste from Natural Science.  The Hazardous Waste contractor, Viola, is also disposing of fluorescent light tubes.
· We had a safety concern passed along regarding lighting at the crosswalks; the students step out without even looking if a vehicle is coming.  Some of the possible solutions included a motion sensor, lights that flash with a push of a button, or fluorescent flags students can carry while walking across.

· The city of Monmouth is working on Jackson Avenue at Monmouth putting in crosswalk/ intersection tip outs.  They will also be coming up Jackson from Highway 99 to Monmouth Avenue putting in a new storm drain.
The proposed zone walkthrough was postponed until next month’s meeting when more committee members are present.
