Review of Minutes:

	Employee was pulling cart upstairs backwards when the heel of her foot caught the front of the step, causing her to lose her balance; she slipped and hit the handrail with her left lower back side.
	· Walking up stairs backwards.
· Not using provided handrails.

· Employee wearing proper footwear, tennis shoes.

· Employee advised right arm too sore to pull cart up with one hand.
	· Ensure proper footing when using stairs.
· Ask for assistance when needed.

· Use provided handrails.

	Employee was unloading his Cushman cart; and was putting a box of drywall “mud” into the cart.  While closing the cart door, employee pulled it down on his head, causing a 2” cut.
	· In a hurry.
· Employee new on the job (approx. 2 weeks).

· Employee not familiar with Cushman hazards.

· Cushman door is in proper working order.

· Employee closed door down on head while standing in direction of travel.
	· Stand directly behind door when closing, pulling down with both hands.
· Wear a hard hat.


Building Inspection Notes:  Minor issues found included:

· Sidewalks that have been on the list to be repaired as money becomes available.

· Sidewalk on Monmouth Avenue in front of Heritage Hall is uneven and needs repaired.

· In HSS there were some electrical issues, junction box cover and light cover missing.

· Aisle clearance issues in HSS.

· Maple Hall had junction box covers missing.

· Campbell Hall had the issue of power strip with no surge protector and power strip to extension cord.  There was also an issue of “piggy-backed” power strips.

· The fire panel at the Cottage had boxes stored around it and didn’t have the proper 3-foot clearance.

· Natural Science had a light fixture cover missing and some warped ceiling panels.  There was some clutter in the basement due to construction.

· Rice Auditorium had an EXIT sign that wasn’t working and a power strip plugged into an extension cord.

Letters have been sent to the building managers of the respective buildings informing them of the deficiencies that were noted in the inspections.

· There was one medical issue, a lady here for a conference was having an allergic reaction.  Turns out she is allergic to hay and had gone for a drive to Salem by all the hay fields.
