	Recommendations

	Student employee received an injury to her kneecap while pushing a chair with her knee.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.
· One stacking conference chair weighing approxi-mately 15 pounds being pushed on a carpet covered concrete floor.

· Employee used knee to push chair and combination of the carpets resistance and bad/weak knee caused pain.


	· Pull or lift chair when moving and use provided chair hand dolly for multiple stacked chairs.  

	Employee was sanding sheet rock wall joints.  He completed his task, took off his safety glasses and reached for his coffee.  When he took a drink, some dust fell of the cup lid into his eye.
	· Employee was wearing his PPE, safety glasses, dust mask during the job task, but took them off prior to drinking from his coffee cup.
· Sheet rock dust settled on a coffee cup lid during sanding.  


	· Blow or wipe off lid prior to drinking.
· Place coffee cup outside sanding area to avoid dust accumulation.  

	Employee was sweeping the second floor stairs and a student walked towards him.  Employee moved out of the way, placing his foot down on the step below.  As student walked past, employee turned allowing more room, and when he did that his right knee popped and began to hurt.  
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.  
· Failure to use provided handrails.

· No witnesses.

· May have re-injured knee while off over the weekend.  
	· Follow Physician’s directions.

	Employee received a cut/ puncture to his palm when he stepped back from removing shrink wrap.  Employee didn’t realize co-worker was behind him with the knife that was being used to cut straps still open.
	· Failure to warn others.

· Co-worker failed to close pocketknife blade.

· Injured employee did not realize the co-worker had knife out.  

· Taking unsafe position or posture.

· No medical attention required.

· Employee stated he was not in a hurry.  
	· Secure knife blade when not in use.  


Energy Update:   We are under budget with Natural Gas by $10,000 to $20,000.  We are over budget with Electrical by $20,000 to $30,000.   We are right on target with the budget for the year.
