	· Slow down and be aware of surroundings.

	Professor was walking from HSS to Natural Science when she slipped on ice on the walkway.  
	· Slips and falls.
· Slippery or other unsafe surface.

· 27 degrees at 7:30 am on the day of this fall.

· Area of icy patches throughout campus.

· Grounds applied de-icer about campus and missed that sidewalk area.   
	· Continue de-icing of sidewalks with extra attention to shadowed areas.  
· Use caution in shadowed areas and painted surfaces during freezing conditions.  

	Staff member walked over to the dishwasher area and noticed water on the floor.  She got a mop to wipe it up, and while putting the mop away and getting the wet floor sign, another staff member walked around the corner and fell onto his back.
	· Slips and falls.

· Slippery or other unsafe surface.

· Concrete constructed floor has sand-type gritty surface.  
	· Place rubber type non-slip matting on floor in front of dishwasher; or
· Resurface the floor with new non-slip surface.

Public Safety Reports:  
Energy Update:   None at this time.  
Round Table:
· There has been a system wide reorganization of Risk Management/Occupational Safety.  In response to this, here at Western, Allen Risen has been moved back down to the Public Safety office.  Allen will still be doing occupational/environmental safety, ergonomic assessments, etc. and will be assisting Jay with risk issues.
