Public Safety Reports:
· Citizen complaint of a van driving an excessive speed.  It was reported at doing 75-80 mph in a 55 mph zone.  Upon investigation, we found it was a club group.  We got ahold of the club advisor and found out who was driving the van.  There have been no other complaints against this driver.  Jay did remove him from the list of authorized drivers until the Committee met to discuss.  The committee recommended he stay on indefinite suspension of driving privileges until he gets a statement to Risk Management.  We will also follow up to see if an advisor needs to be present with club groups while traveling; advisor was not with the group when this occurred.
· State Van Accident:  A state van was involved in an accident while in Seattle.  The accident occurred on May 31; it was reported to the Public Safety office on June 2.  Students checked out the van and went to a MECHA conference.  The van rear-ended another vehicle.  This was turned over to DAS Risk Management.  The driver was cited for “Inattentive driving.”  We checked and cannot find where she was approved to drive the van; driver had also not completed the van safety course.  This is still being investigated by the Public Safety office; we will give a follow-up report next month. 

· Campbell Hall slip and fall:  A student fell down the steps at Campbell Hall.  She had entered the building, there were carpets down; she was wearing old style converse shoes that get slick when wet.  She slipped down approximately 6 steps.  Follow-up investigation revealed that handrails were in place on both sides, steps are even, carpets were in place.  

· The Physical Plant was moving pallets and equipment into ITC South.  The forklift driver was turning around and didn’t see a parked bicycle.  Employee stopped to talk to a co-worker and noticed the bicycle under the forklift.  The frame and tire were bent on the bike.  The student has been given information on how to file a tort claim.

Energy Update:   None at this time.  Tom was not at the meeting and no updates were passed on.
Round Table:

· Allen completed safety training with the summer custodial crew and Physical Plant summer staff.  
· Allen will be training with the new night custodial staff.

· Allen working with Kevin Hughes at the Physical Plant for training videos on Forklift Safety.  This video comes with all handouts.  

· One tree off of Church Street has a 6-8 inch diameter branch on the tree that is loose and needs to be removed.  It’s probably left over from the storm damage earlier in the year.

· At the Faculty/Staff recognition breakfast, a lady stumbled over by the fire pit outside the Pacific Room.  She caught herself so she didn’t fall.  Need to have this area checked.
· We will be holding nominations in the next couple months for a chair and co-chair.

· Will be sending out a survey for staff to nominate who they would like to serve on the Safety Committee.

· Newsletter:  On hold until fall.  Possibly develop a committee to put out the newsletter.
