	Employee was moving a stack of chairs with chair dolly.  While stepping down on cart rear axle to tilt cart backwards her foot slipped off cart causing her to lose balance.  She tripped and her thumb jammed into the door jamb.  The chair cart had momentum and sandwiched thumb between door jamb/ frame and metal chair cart handle.  
	· Employee jammed thumb against door jamb while attempting to stop her backwards momentum.
· Manufacture designed specific chair dolly with 4 wheels.

· Employee was trained and has 3 years experience using chair dolly.

· Possibly employee’s foot was not positioned properly on the chair dolly’s rear axle causing her to lose balance.


	· Ensure proper footing and grip when tilting back chair dolly.  

	Employee was running up the west stairs in the Education building when she mis-stepped and felt her ankle pop.  
	· In a hurry.
· Running up stairs using each step.

· Using provided handrails.

· Tip of shoe caught the front edge of step only causing foot to slip and drop to lower step turning foot under over-extending ankle tendons.
	· Do not run up stairs.  

	Employee was closing the custodial closet door and was turning to walk away and twisted her knee.  
	· Taking unsafe position or posture.
· Cabinet door needs to be lifted to close due to defective hinges needing repaired/replaced.

· Employee’s rubber soled tennis shoe would not slide on tile floor causing excessive strain to right knee joint when turning/ twisting as she walked away from the closet.
	· Shift weight to heel of shoe/foot of push off leg when turning from a standing position.
· Repair door hinges to custodial closet.  


Energy Update:   None at this time.  
Round Table:
· A complaint was received at the University Center regarding the wheelchair accessible restroom stall.  Physical Plant has been out and measured to do modifications if needed.  Based on measurements the stalls meet ADA requirements.

· There is a hole in the sidewalk in front of Terry house at Monmouth and Stadium that needs repaired. 
· Complaints are being received about bicycle riders not following laws, cutting across traffic, riding on sidewalks, etc.  Jay will get with VP Dukes about sending out an email on bicycle etiquette.
