	Employee was emptying the trash in the restroom.  After removing the trash bag, she put the metal container back into its designated slot, turned to get a replacement bag and the container fell out of its slot hitting her on the outside of her right knee causing a bruise.
	· Failure to secure objects.
· 12” wide x 8” deep x 24” tall stainless steel trash bin fits in a recessed stainless receptacle that takes a key to unlock the securing/locking arm to the bin.

· Employee placed bin in recessed holder incorrectly causing bin to be unbalanced, tipping out and falling.
	· Place trash bin on floor to retrieve and insert trash bag, then re-install bin in locking receptacle.  


Public Safety Reports:
· Motor vehicle accident involving a state vehicle.  Custodial Services was backing out of the loading area in back of Campbell Hall.  At that time there were a couple big garbage dumpsters back there.  While backing out in the tight area, the van scraped on Maple Hall.  
· Football storage bin in Lot F:  Two spaces south are part of the no parking zone.  Cones were placed in the two spots to the north.  Someone had removed the cones; a student parked her car, went to class, came out and found damage to her car.  High winds caused the shed door to fly open and it hit the car.  The recommendation was made to Athletics to lock the north side of the shed and shift entry to the south side.
