Meeting was called to order at 2:03pm.
Review of Minutes:  
· The minutes from the October 2010 meeting stand approved.
Building Inspections:

Physical Plant Responsibility:

· Sidewalk is sunk in adjacent to the curb on the sidewalk along Stadium Drive between OMA and Lot I.

· Sidewalk along Warren Street by Smith Hall is sunk in adjacent to the curb.

· Sidewalks around Administration/Rice/Smith are covered in leaves.  

· Most of the curb on the south side of Church Street is either higher or lower than the sidewalk.

Building Manager Responsibility:

HSS:
· Rooms 210A and 309: Aisles not established and clear.  Please ensure an aisle clearance of 22 inches at all times.

· Room 325:  Ceiling tile off in the telecom room.

Campbell Hall:
· West EXIT sign not working.

· Room 301:  Flammable liquids not properly stored and sitting just inside door.  

· Room 103:  Power strip with no surge protector and power strip to extension cord.  Extension cords are temporary use only.  Please plug appliance directly into power strip and/or wall outlet.

· Rooms 109 and 311:  Power strip to power strip.  Please do not “piggy-back” power strips.  Please plug appliance directly into wall outlet.

· Room 209:  Eye wash station was not accessible.  Please ensure there is a 3-foot clearance at all times for accessibility.

Natural Science:
· Room 115  - South wall:  White board on wheels in blocking fire extinguisher and fire blanket access.  Please move white board to ensure a 3-foot clearance around the extinguisher at all times.

· Near basement elevator door there is something covered with paper and tape, possibly a smoke detector or sprinkler head.  Please ensure sprinkler heads and detectors have nothing on them.

· Rooms 004 and 012:  Ceiling tiles missing/gaps larger than 2”.

· North Mechanical (basement door):  Unable to gain access.  Also mechanical door near vending machine (key change?).

· Room 019:  Unsafe box storage near the door.

Rice:
· Room 109:  Power strip to extension cord.  Extension cords are temporary use only.  Please plug appliance directly into wall outlet.  

Werner University Center:
· Room 206:  Storage closet outlet fixture missing case.  

· Room 149:  Mechanical room/electric boxes are blocked by carts.  Please move carts to ensure a 3-foot clearance at all times.  

Letters have been sent to the building managers of the respective buildings informing them of the deficiencies that were noted in the inspections.  
Injury Review:

	Type of Accident
	Findings
	Recommendations

	Employee was using a litter picker-upper in one hand and had a 5-gallon bucket in the other.  While coming down the steps, employee slipped on the wet surface which resulted in a sprain to her right wrist. 
	· Wet concrete steps.
· New rubber-soled slip on boots.

· Employee reaching for handrail prior to fall.
	· Have WOU Physical Plant apply a non-slip paint or tape on step edges.  

	Employee was caulking a window in the Jensen Museum. While smoothing caulk with his left index finger, his finger caught a sharp piece of dried paint/wood causing a slight cut to his left index finger.
	· Employee did not know the type of caulking he was using.
· No personal protective equipment in use (i.e., gloves).
	· Contact Physical Plant for caulking/repair work.

	Employee was walking down the steps to the games room to glue some cove base molding.  While walking down the stairs, employee slipped and fell on the stairs.
	· Shoes were wet from rainy wet conditions outside.
· Entrance floor mats were in place.

· Employee did not use provided handrails.

· Employee landed on same step his right foot slipped on.
	· Wipe wet shoes off when entering building.
· Use provided handrails when using stairs.

· Use caution during inclement weather.  

	Employee was unstacking chairs for an event setup.  Employee leaned over the stack of chairs to get better leverage on a stuck chair.  He yanked on the stack of chairs, and the stuck chair came loose hitting employee’s forehead just above his right eye.
	· Employee was leaning over stack of chairs pulling up on top chair that was stuck.  The chair came loose unexpectedly hitting employee above right eye.
· Taking unsafe position or posture.
	· Do not lean over stack when attempting to dislodge a stuck chair.
· Use palm of hand to hit side frame of chair back to dislodge stuck chair prior to lifting upwards.

· Ask for assistance when needed.

	Employee slipped and fell off a foothold while doing a team-building training.  Her fall resulted in a cut to her upper calf on her right leg.  
	· Unprotected equipment.

	· Install protective padding around connecting point of tree anchoring eye bolt.
· Build a standing platform on each end of tight rope cable.


Public Safety Reports:
· An individual tripped on the steps at Todd Hall twisting her ankle.  She was transported by our department to the Health Center.

· One of the contractors working on the Health and Wellness Building fell off the sidewalk and fell into the construction site resulting in an ankle injury.

· Trash can fire by the Modulars.  It was put out with an extinguisher.  Only the trash can was damaged.

· A personal vehicle was hit out in the parking lot by a WOU Physical Plant mower.  Minor damage was done to the vehicle.

· We had a report of a grease fire at Valsetz.  It was put out with the K-rated extinguisher.  
Energy Update:
· Electrical is right on target; gas is in good shape.  The water bills are high right now, but they should level off as we just finished the irrigation season.

Round Table:

· Concern about taller vehicles parking in the compact car only spaces in Parking Lot H.
· Bikes going the wrong way up the street and almost hitting pedestrians.  A question was asked if there was some kind of agreements that students have to sign that states they know the bike rules.  There is no agreement, but it is stated in the Safety Guide that bicycle riders are to follow the rules of the road.
· Allen has a CPR class for WUC staff on December 13.
· We received a safety concern report regarding the lighting behind Arbor Park.  There are a lot of students that live in the apartments behind Arbor Park, and the use the walkway.  Tom will be looking into this.
