Review of Minutes:  
· The minutes from the August 2010 meeting stand approved.
Energy Update:
· We are two months into this fiscal year, and just received the first bill of the year.
· Replaced the cooling system at the main server room; lowered the power usage substantially. 

· LEED Building:  Today the secondary water system was put in place; this water will be used to flush the toilets.  Also in this new building are lighting systems that turn off when no one is in the room.  It’s a very beautiful building.  

· Rates:  Gas is expected to go up 1%, sewer up 15%, water up 6%.  Electricity is remaining the same.

Building Inspections:

Physical Plant Responsibility:

· Sidewalk is sunk in adjacent to the curb on the sidewalk along Stadium Drive between OMA and Lot I.

· Handrail on ramp between Administration and APSC is broken, there is a sharp edge on bottom of break that needs repaired.

· Sidewalk along Warren Street by Smith Hall is sunk in adjacent to the curb.

· South of Rice along Powell Street:  Tree branches are less than 8 feet above the sidewalk and need trimmed.  Trees are low into street/parking.

Building Manager Responsibility:

Maaske:

· Ceiling tiles missing in rooms 109, 122, 123.

· Room 114:  Hole in holes larger than 2” that need repaired.

MNB:
· Room 113:  Ceiling tile missing and needs replaced.

Arby:
· 3rd floor south:  Exit sign light out and needs repaired/replaced.

· Junction box cover missing in main lobby by the northwest entry.

· Room 29:  Ceiling tiles missing.  
Valsetz:
· Break Room 105:  Light fixtures are rusted and ceiling has water damage.

· Water damage near downstairs men’s restroom entrance, ceiling is half patched.  

· Room 104:  Laundry room/storage area south end has severe water damaged ceilings.

· South side of building walkway near bust conveyer belt there is a hole larger than 2” on the wall near the base that needs repaired.  

Letters have been sent to the building managers of the respective buildings informing them of the deficiencies that were noted in the inspections.
