Review of Minutes:

Building Inspections:

Allen Risen has been tasked with doing the building inspections for the next couple months to have a new set of eyes on the buildings.  The following buildings were inspected:

Deficiencies noted included, but are not limited to:

· Emergency lighting not working.
· Power strips “piggy-backed” or plugged into extension cords.

· Ceiling tiles missing.

· Emergency eye wash bottles past expiration dates.

· Halogen floor lights found.  These are not allowed on campus.

· Overloaded shelving / cabinets not secured to walls.

· Fire exits blocked by chairs.

Letters will be sent to the building managers of the respective buildings informing them of the deficiencies that were noted in the inspections.

	Findings
	Recommendations

	Employee was seated in a chair, while getting up he felt a stabbing pain on the lower outside portion of his right knee. Employee stated this knee was rebuilt in October 2008 due to a torn ACL & meniscus from an old football injury. 
	· Not work related.
	· None

	Employee was completing an event setup.  He lifted a “cambro” large coffee pot that contained approximately 10 gallons of coffee.  Employee lifted the pot from waist height, and turned to place at its serving location when he felt pain to his upper right portion of his back.  
	· In a hurry.
· Failed to ask for assistance.

· Lifting approximately 85 pounds alone.

· Taking unsafe position or posture.
	· Ask for assistance when lifting heavy objects.
· Slow down.

· No lifting until released by physician.

	Employee was removing gum from the underside of computer tables with a butter knife.  The knife slipped and cut his thumb, more of a scratch than cut.
	· Taking an unsafe position.
· Was not wearing PPE gloves.

· Approximately ¾” cut/scratch on left thumb pad.
	· Wear PPE/leather gloves when removing gum.
· Use a putty knife to pry gum from underneath tables.

	Employee was putting equipment away on an elevated platform.  Employee missed a step on the step-ladder and fell, injuring his ankle.  It didn’t get better so he went to the doctor; x-rays revealed a broken bone.
	· Sound light loft platform height 9’, 7”.

· “A” frame folding ladder, 8 feet high.

· Ladder too short for use/access onto platform.

· Employee distracted by student talking and misjudged 3rd step.

· Broken bottom end of left leg Fibula bone.
	· Use a 12-foot ladder or install pull down stairs.

· Concentrate on task at hand.


Public Safety Reports:
· Physical Plant employee was edging, a rock came up and broke the window of a passing vehicle.
· Damaged property, a student was driving on Church Street towards campus, a baseball went through his rear window.
· Valsetz:  Custodial staff backed into a mop bucket of hot water and received a burn on her lower back.  Allen will be following up with this employee.
· Todd Hall, a student was bringing his daughter to Todd Hall, he slipped and fell and pulled his thigh muscle.  There were no uneven surfaces or trip hazards, it had just been raining and the grass was slick.

· A citizen was riding his bike through campus, there was a grate in walkway, the bike has thin tires, so the tire went into the grate immediately stopping the bike, throwing the citizen over the handlebars.  He landed hard enough that he cracked his bike helmet.  Physical Plant was contacted, the grates were turned, and they are looking into new grates.
