Review of Minutes:  
· The minutes from the December 2010 meeting stand approved.
Energy/Construction Update:
· We are right on target, tracking on normal averages.

· Health and Wellness building is going good.  Will open E&G side with the classrooms mid-February.  The entire building is scheduled to be open for business spring term.

Physical Plant Responsibility:

· Sidewalk along Warren Street by Smith Hall is sunk in adjacent to the curb.

· Modular 102:  ceiling tile bowed creating a gap larger than 2 inches.

ITC:
· Room 001:  Exit light out and needs repaired.

· Rooms 308B and 312A, extension cords in use.  

· Room 307:  junction box cover missing.

· Room 308B:  Aisles not established and clear.  Please ensure a 22” aisle clearance at all times.

· Room 009:  Ceiling tile missing in Joanie Kinnaman’s office.  

Student Health Center:
· Light by East exit is not working and needs repaired.  

Hamersly Library:
· First and third floor elevator doors do not automatically close when alarm goes off.  

West House:
· Room 202:  Space heater with no tip over switch.

· Stairway handrail is loose.
