Meeting was called to order at 2:07pm.
Review of Minutes:  
· The minutes from the May 2011 meeting stand approved.
Building Inspections:

Allen Risen inspected the following buildings to date:
· Health and Wellness 
· Maaske

· Math/Nursing

· OPE

Deficiencies noted included, but are not limited to:

· Power strips “piggy-backed”.
· Eye wash station had a cloth towel draped over eyewash.

· Bio-waste container being used for trash and dryer lint.

· Low room hazards and sharp edges on HVAC ducting.

· Ceiling tiles broken or missing.

· Elevator call box not working.
· Exit routes need posted.    
Letters will be sent to the building managers of the respective buildings informing them of the deficiencies that were noted in the inspections.  
Energy Update:
· Electrical costs are very close to budget.

· Water/sewer is projected to be about $4,000 over budget.

· Natural gas is projected to be about $20,000 under budget.

Construction Update:

· Alderview 2 is on schedule for a fall opening.
· Arbuthnot Hall demo is going well and should be complete by the end of July.

· Todd Hall seismic upgrade is underway and is scheduled for completion in mid-September.  

· University Center remodel is underway.

· As part of finishing up the Health and Wellness center, we had a major gas leak.  The Contractor finishing HWC was digging getting ready to put in a new vault.  There was a pipe in the hole that was dug, and it was recommended to cut it off even with the hole.   The contractor cut through the pipe and gas blew into his face.  There was nothing we could do to shut off the gas because it was an old line; Northwest Natural had to come turn it off.

	Employee filled mop bucket with hot water from the hot water tap.  As she was cleaning, she repositioned herself and lost her balance.  She fell backwards hitting the mop bucket, causing the hot water to splash up to the mid portion of her back.  She ended up sitting in the bucket itself.
	· Water temperature exiting the faucet is 140-150 degrees.

· Taking an unsafe position.

· Possible fatigue.

· 1st degree burns, no blistering.
	· Be aware of surroundings.

· Place mop bucket to side of body to be in view.

· Supervisor notification of employee’s concern of co-worker being fatigued.

	Employee was coaching from 3rd base.  Batter hit a line drive to 3rd base; the softball hit employee in the chest knocking her to the ground landing on her left shoulder.
	· Employee expected softball to be hit in opposite direction.

· Safety netting was in place, but employee was not standing behind it.

· Previous left shoulder injury that was not work related. 
 
	· Utilize protective netting when possible.

	Employee stepped in a puddle of coffee on the tile floor; his right foot slipped forward hyper extending his right knee and employee fell.  
	· No witnesses to the slip and fall.

· Light was on when employee entered the room, but he did not see the coffee spill that was one step inside the door.

· Employee was wearing tennis shoes.  


	· Enter rooms to be cleaned with caution.  

	Employee was walking through the food court at Valsetz and tripped on uneven floor and own feet.
	· 12” ceramic floor tiles have some waves/unevenness but no major hazards.  

· Food court floor cleaned several times a day and cleaned nightly.

· Some tiles have high spots at seams but minimal.
	· Install floor runners on the main thoroughfares of food court.

· Employee use caution and work on lifting feet higher while walking.  


	Employee was jack hammering concrete, his wrist started hurting and swelled up.
	· Employee wearing proper PPE.

· Re-aggravation of pre-existing/reoccurring injury.  


	· Wearing a wrist support brace may help eliminate impact stress to wrist.  

	Employee had opened the cabinet door to retrieve a manual.  Employee replaced the manual, but did not shut the cabinet door.  After the call, employee stood up and struck head on cabinet door.


	· Employee had left door open prior to sitting down and forgot he left it open.

· Bottom corner of cupboard measured 60¼ inches from floor.

· Failure to secure objects. 
	· Close cabinet door after each use.  

	Employee had picked up supplies from the Physical Plant and was pushing cart to Valsetz linen room.  Employee stepped wrong, her knee gave out and she went down hard on her left knee.
	· Taking unsafe position or posture. 

· Not appropriate footwear for working in, too unstable.  
	· Wear flat soled shoes for working in.  

	Employee was on her way to lunch and was walking down the stairs.  She was holding the handrail and her foot slipped; she fell down approximately 4 steps.
	· Stair tread in good condition.

· Employee was using provided handrail.

· Wearing sandals with possible loose straps.  
	· Ensure sandal straps are tight enough for good support.  

· Continue using handrails when using stairs.  

	Employee was cutting tops off of boxes with a box cutter.  The box was on a cart, and as he was cutting, he slipped and cut his arm.
	· Taking unsafe posture by cutting towards arm.  

· No proper instruction on how to cut box.  
	· Cut away from body.

· Lay box on side and cut downward.  

	Employee was walking to a training session at Hamersly Library when she tripped on an uneven sidewalk.
	· Unsafe surface.

· Sidewalk expansion joint seam raise 1-1/8” high due to mature pine tree roots pushing up sidewalk.

· Employee’s left toe/shoe caught the raised lip of sidewalk and she fell forward. 
	· Physical Plant to repair/grind the trip hazard.

· Be aware of surroundings and potential trip hazards.  


Public Safety Reports:
· Injury at ITC.  A student was using a paper cutter and cut her thumb; she was treated at the Student Health Center.  There was no guard on the paper cutter.

· Medic Emergency at Natural Science.  A student was trying to blow up a balloon and passed out.  Medics checked him out and he went back to class.

· HWC, a student was playing basketball and twisted his ankle. He was transported to the hospital by a friend.

Commencement Update:  
· Commencement went well.  There were 22 CIRT (Community Incident Response Team) members assisting with parking and traffic flow.  This year was the largest walking class we have had.  No injury reports have come in from the set up or tear down.  Kudos to the Physical Plant.
