Review of Minutes:  
· The minutes from the February 2011 meeting stand approved.
Building Inspections:

Physical Plant Responsibility:

· Sidewalk is sunk in adjacent to the curb along Stadium Drive between OMA and Lot I.

· Sidewalk along Warren Street by Smith Hall is sunk in adjacent to the curb.

· Along Church Street and north Todd Hall there are some cracks in the curb.  

· Near HSS and Tennis Courts, that landscape area is very dark at night.  

· Light is out near NPE south side by locker room.

Building Manager Responsibility:

Maaske: (Building is under construction/remodel)
· Ceiling tile moved in 115 creating hole larger than 2 inches.

· Hole cut in ceiling tile in 114 larger than 2 inches.

Valsetz:
· Near Room 109, 105, and bottom men’s restroom storage area:  Large ceiling holes – being worked on.

Letters will be sent to the building managers of the respective buildings informing them of the deficiencies that were noted in the inspections.  
Energy Update:
· Electrical is up a little at this point of the year.

· Water is up approximately 15%. Usage is average, but costs have increased.  Will have to adjust budget.

· Natural Gas usage is down, but it’s been a fairly temperate winter.

Injury Review:

	Type of Accident
	Findings
	Recommendations

	Employee was trimming an edge of Panduit (plastic wire holder) with a knife, the blade slipped and he cut his left hand, middle finger.  The cut required 23 stitches.
	· Failure to secure objects.

· Placed hand in front of knife blade direction of travel. 

· Wrong tool for task.
	· Purchase a “nipping” tool.

· Use a wood chisel to trim off material by placing front end of material on a wood surface and hold material behind the blade’s travel.

	Employee removed a steamer pan (12” x 21” x 4” deep) from the steamer.  He turned and placed the pan on the counter directly behind.  As he turned to walk away from the counter, he felt a sharp pain to the mid center portion of his back.  
	· None
	· Remember to use the SAIF “SIM 4” training when lifting and carrying objects.

	Employee was walking from the east side to west side of Valsetz where the dumpster is located.  Employee stepped down and fell on her right knee; the step was deeper than she thought.
	· Employee was taking a shortcut through the plant bed with limited lighting.  It was dark outside, 1:50am.

· Misjudged the distance from plant bed curb/ retaining wall to asphalt driveway.

· Carrying 2 small bags of trash while stepping off curb/retaining wall.
	· Stay on designated sidewalks, especially with limited visibility, i.e., night time.

	Employee was cutting a branch that was on the ground with a chain saw.  He went to roll over the branch with his left leg to make the final cuts on the branch and his foot slipped off the branch and he over-extended his knee.


	· Employee was wearing proper PPE for operating a chainsaw.

· Employee was wearing traction type work boots.

· Wet ground and tree bark causing a slippery surface.
	· Ask for assistance to roll larger branches.

· Use a logging “Peavy Cant Hook” tool for rolling logs.

	Employee exited the vehicle and while closing the vehicle door his finger was caught in the door and the tip was smashed between the door frame and the door.


	· Failed to move finger out of the way from door edge.

· Placed hand along door edge to close door.  
	· Keep fingers from door edge when closing.  

	Employee was cleaning the floor drain in the showers; she took the screen out and was cleaning the debris inside.  Her goggles got foggy and she slid them down her nose to see and at that time dirty water from the floor drain splashed into her right eye.


	· Taking unsafe position or posture.

· Failure to use PPE.
	· Wear eye protection at all times when splash hazard is likely.

· Use a face shield at time goggles fog up.



	Employee was retrieving an orange cone.  Employee slipped on the ice and fell on his left elbow, which resulted in a possible bruise.  This incident was located on the SW area of the outdoor basketball courts.
	· Slippery or other unsafe surface.

· Outside temperature at time of slip/fall was 32 degrees.

· Outdoor basketball court is constructed of painted asphalt surfacing having spots of ice that the worker did not notice.  
	· Use caution when walking on painted surfaces during inclement weather conditions.

	Employee was servicing a grounds Kubota vehicle.  Employee returned keys to ignition of vehicle, then turned and bumped his forehead on the driver’s side mirror.
	· Kubota vehicle without doors.  Mirrors mounted on front top front door opening.

· Was not aware of surroundings and bumped into mirror.  
	· Slow down.

· Be aware of surroundings when working on vehicles.


Public Safety Reports:
· We have had several transports because of illness.
· Vehicle accident:  A non-student hit a tree on the campus property.  The tree received minor damage, but the vehicle was totaled.
