Meeting was called to order at 2:02pm.
Review of Minutes:  
· The minutes from the April 2011 meeting stand approved.
Presentation from Rip Horsey regarding Health & Wellness Center:
Health & Wellness opened in March 2011.  There are 46 student employees; before doors were opened over 1,360 hours of training were completed in areas including but not limited to CPR/AED, emergency action plans; disease prevention, and correct lifting.  

One of the student workers is a Health Education major, and she sent out an email to all students and all faculty staff with information such as to eat before you work out, what kinds of things to eat, drink fluids, etc.  This was done on a student to student basis.

The pool is under the Health/Wellness Center.  

Rock Wall:  Training was conducted by OSU staff, they have been very helpful.  We will be up to the same level as OSU next year.
Fitness Classes have not begun yet because there is not enough history.  We will be rolling classes out in the fall.
Cleaning products:  We use Simple Green, because it is easy on the flooring and equipment.  It is organic.  The equipment is cleaned 3-4 times a day.  No one touches equipment without putting on Nitro gloves.  

The Public Safety officers do daily walkthroughs.  

Student employees have gone through Bloodborne Pathogens with the Red Cross class.  The class also covered Hepatitis B.  

There are ongoing training updates; they do skills checks at various locations in the building.  These are done before the performance reviews.  If they don’t pass, they have a week to review, study and do the skills test again.

Radios have been ordered for better communication flow.  

During the busy times there are two employees at the front desk and two on the floor.  The only time they are at minimum is first thing in the morning from 6am-8am, and from 10pm-11pm.

Health and Wellness Center has three (3) AED’s; one at the pool, one at the front desk, and one roving (intramural fields).  They all have a first aid kit attached.  

Building Inspections:

Allen Risen inspected the following buildings to date:
· University Center
· Cottage

· Maple

Deficiencies noted included, but are not limited to:

· No GFCI breakers.
· Outdated eye wash.

· Piggy-backed power strips.

· Missing electrical covers, wires exposed.

· Pressure gauges broken.

· Storage too high, not 18” inch clearance from sprinkler heads.
Letters will be sent to the building managers of the respective buildings informing them of the deficiencies that were noted in the inspections.  
Energy Update:
· Water usage is over budget.   They are working on separating irrigation lines from the rest of the buildings.
· Electrical is right on target, about even.

· Gas usage is sitting okay; it should come in under budget.

· We don’t have any records for Ackerman yet.

	Employee was moving a box of clams.  Employee held the box away from his body and moved in a twisting fashion and injured his lower back.
	· Taking an unsafe position or posture.
· Employee failed to follow directions on properly handling/moving of boxes.

· Box contained 12 – 51 ounce cans of clam meat.  Total approximate weight of box was 42 pounds.  
	· Retrain employee on proper lifting.  
· Have employee demonstrate directions prior to leaving area.  

	Employee was cleaning the men’s restroom.  They sprayed mildew cleaner around the toilet, went to spray the other restroom and came back. Upon entering the restroom to clean, the smell hit her hard and she felt short of breath.  
	· Failure to use PPE.
· Possible chemical reaction with spray and substance on the floor around toilet.

· Reported to never have this reaction in the past.  
	· Wear a respirator when using cleaner.  
· Prop open doors, if possible, when spraying chemicals.  


Public Safety Reports:
· A Mid Valley worker who works with recycling started having chest pains.  Medics came and transported him to the hospital.
· A student worker opened a cabinet to get out a book; he stood up and bumped his head on the corner of the cabinet.
