GENERAL INFORMATION

Competitive scholarship awards up to $1000 per year are available to new, transfer, and
graduate students whose major is music. The criteria for awarding scholarships include:

» HIGH SCHOOL (OR EQUIVALENT) AND/OR COLLEGE GPA
~ SAT AND/OR ACT SCORE

» TECHNICAL PROFICIENCY

* MUSICAL EXPRESSIVENESS

» MUSIC-RELATED EXPERIENCE

» RECOMMENDATIONS

AUDITION GUIDELINES

VOCALISTS: Perform two art songs or arias. Candidates with an emphasis in Musical
Theatre should prepare one art song and one musical number.

INSTRUMENTALISTS: Perform two pieces of contrasting styles.

COMPOSERS: Submit no more than two bound, legible scores with representative CD
recordings if possible (midi realizations are acceptable). Submitted scores should reflect
applicant’s range of composition styles.

DATES & LOCATION

Audition date is scheduled for Sunday afternoon February 10, 2008. Auditions will take
place at Western Oregon University’s Smith Recital Hall. For optimum consideration ap-
plication materials must be received (not postmarked) by February 4, 2008.
