GENERAL INFORMATION

Competitive scholarship awards up to $1200 per year are available to new, transfer, and 
graduate students whose major is music. The criteria for awarding scholarships include:

• High School (or equivalent) and/or college GPA
• SAT and/or ACT score
• Technical proficiency
• Musical expressiveness
• Music-related experience
• Recommendations

AUDITION GUIDELINES

VOCALISTS: Perform two art songs or arias. Candidates with an emphasis in Musical 
Theatre should prepare one art song and one musical number.

INSTRUMENTALISTS: Perform two pieces of contrasting styles.

COMPOSERS: Submit no more than two bound, legible scores with representative CD 
recordings if possible (midi realizations are acceptable). Submitted scores should reflect 
applicant’s range of composition styles.
