ACADEMIC INTEGRITY

Therefore, you are expected to make every effort to acknowledge sources fully and appropriately in accordance with the contexts and genres of your writing. If you are unsure how to represent another person’s work in an assignment, contact me for advice before submitting your work for a grade. Additionally, review WOU’s Code of Student Responsibility (www.wou.edu/student/residences/pdfs/the_code_of_student_responsibility.pdf). The code specifies that the minimum sanction for plagiarism is an “F” on the particular assignment, and repeated offenses carry an “F” for the class as the minimum penalty.
