















































Now you'll add text to show the typhoon's time and speed at its last recorded position.

EE On the Tools toolbar, click the tdentify tool.

The time was 12 a.M. on June 5. The typhoon’s speed was 170 kilometers per hour.
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Efl Close the Identify Results window. On the Draw toolbar, click the drop-down
arrow by the New Text tool and click the Callout tool.
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7 Click again on the same typhoon symbaol. In the pop-up text box, type june 5
12:00 am - 170kph and press the Enter key.

The text is added to the map and the rext box is selected.

. On the Draw tooibar, click the Font Size drop-down arrow and click 14.

i Drag the calflout text to the right of the typhoon symbol. Click outside the data
frame to unselect the text.
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Since the map is no longec a map of Asia, you need to change its title.

EE On the Layout toolbar, click the Zoom Whole Page button.

Double-click on the title Asia at the bottom of the map.

In the Properties dialog, on the Text tab, replace Asia with Path of Typhoon
Etang, as shown in the following graphic. Click OK,
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Finally, you'll export an image of the map in .emf format fot your PowerPoint slide
presentation. EMF files can be added to common Windows applications such as
PowerPoint and Microsoft Word and resized without distortion. To learn more

EEl Click the File menu and click Export Map.

In the Export Map dialog, navigate to CAGTKArcGIS\Chapter18\MyData. Click
the Save as type drop-down arrow and click EMF (*.emf).

if you want to save your work, click the File menu and click Save As. Navigate to
