Extra Credit Options

You may earn up to 15 points total in extra credit through any of the 3 options described below. 

Option #1 Research Participation

For extra credit you may participate in one or more research experiments conducted through the Psychology Division. Research that is conducted through other departments or divisions is not eligible for extra credit in this class (but may be in another class, so check with your other professors). The amount of extra credit that you earn in an experiment depends upon the amount of time involved in participation. Typically for 30 minutes or less you earn 5 points, more time spent earns more points. For example if you spend more than 30 minutes you will earn 10 points extra credit.  Earning the full 15 points, requires that you participate in 3 short studies (30 minutes or less) or any other combination of times. To find out about research opportunities, periodically check the bulletin board outside of the Todd 106. If you sign up to participate in research, be sure to show up for the research. When you participate, be sure that the researcher gives you a receipt to indicate your participation and the amount of time that was spent for the study (i.e., 10 minutes, 30 minutes, 1 hour, etc.).  You may not use participation in specific study to fulfill extra credit requirements for more than one psychology class. 

Please DO NOT participate in a research study if…
a) you reviewed a draft of the researcher’s paper or b) you were part of an oral presentation group where this project was discussed. 

Option #2
For extra credit, you can attend and review power point presentations at the Academic Excellence Showcase on May 26th . The specific times and locations of presentations will be available later in the term. Each review is eligible to receive up to 5 points extra credit (i.e., you can review up to 3 presentations for 15 points extra credit). For each review type up your responses to each of the following: 


a) The authors’ names & title of the presentation

b) The major focus of the presentation: What was the hypothesis? What were the authors trying to accomplish by conducting the study? 

c) What results are presented? What do these results mean about the topic?

d) Did the author(s) refer to any specific statistics? If so, what types of statistics did they present (descriptive, i.e. Means & SD? Inferential, i.e., t-tests, ANOVAs)

e) What is your overall impression of the presentation? If you could ask the authors a question about their topic, what would you ask?
